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Rob Balfe was fired some time
ago. Not because he wasn't doing
his job. And not because he didn't
get along with his associates and
clients. He was fired because
he's gay.

without civil rights legislation,
Rob had no legal recourse to this
unfair discrimination. And, at
present, most gay people are
not legally protected against
arbitrary discrimination.

Although such discrimination
cases don't often get attention
what happened to one gay man
happens to other gay people all
the time. "

And many other gay people live
in constant fear that they might
be “discovered’ and lose their
jobs as a result.

congress is now considering
legislation to prohibit such
arbitrary discrimination. As the
only full time lobby at Congress
working for lesbian and gay civil
rights, the Gay Rights National
Lobby is working vigorously to
pass this legislation.

without an effective and
professional lobby at Congress,
we will not only fail to pass
this basic civil rights
legislation, but much of the
progress of the past ten years
will be eroded.
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IT'S UP TO US!

Already, two major anti-gay
lobbies, "Christian Voice" and the
“Moral Majority”, have been
formed on Capitol Hill. With
millions of dollars in their
warchests, massive
membership lists, and an
unbelievably fanatical zeal for
their mission, they are
determined to “turn back the
clock” on our progress.

Describing gay people and
those that support their civil
rights as "godless” and destroyers
of the family, Christian Voice has
made their purpose very clear in
mailings to their members.

Using outrageous statements to
inflame the passion and obscure
the issues, Christian Voice
spokesperson says:

"I am rushing you this urgent
letter because the children in
your neighborhood are in
danger.”

"How ould you feel if
tomorrow your child. .was taught
by a practicing homotexual?”

“...they (homosexuals) now are
trying to convince Congress that
the tide is turning in favor of
homosexuality and that Congress
must pass a national Gay Rights
bill."

"I'm sure you can see the
danger.”
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The "Moral Majority's” Rev. Jerry
Falwell continues to raise the
myth of gays as child

homosexuals are uniting forces to
launch a full scale attack on laws
prohibiting them from doing
what they please whenever they
want.”
