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Fire Island

Part |I:
Its Creation

Walt Whitman’s ‘‘Out of the
cradle . . . endlessly rocking,"”’
may metaphorically describe the
birth of Fire Island. It was a long
pregnancy—50,000 years—for it
was not until 1690 that Mother
Earth felt birth pains and de-
livered herself of a child.

Reefs, islands and atolls else-
where are of volcanic eruption or
geological upheaval. Fire Island,
however, is the result of the slow
but inexorable drive to the
Atlantic Ocean by two of the four
last ice mountains of the Great
Glacial Epoch. One—the Wis-
consin Glacier—moved in a
northeasterly direction to, and
off of what is now Cape Cod. The
other—the Manhasset Glacier—
largely formed the contour of
Long Island.

Rocks, soil and sand dislodged
by the northerly glacier floated
down the Atlantic to form an
extension of Long Island, while
the Manhasset Glacier, finally
having reached the ocean’s
edge, began to change the
character of the island in a
different way. As melting ice of
the glacier raised sea level, silt
and sand floating down from the
northerly glacier—as a kind of
ongoing present—created a
swamplike littoral or shelf of
beach.

Over the course of many
years, the geological oddity of
east-to-west—instead of south-
erly—flow of ocean current at
the tip of Long Island, around
Montauk Point, built up this
swamplike area with deeper
layers of sand, creating what is
essentially a long, solid barrier
beach. (It should be remarked
that this littoral process contin-
ues, and that more than a half-
million cubic yards of sand are
carried down and westward
around the Montauk Peninsula
every year—as well as gravel
and sand from the Peninsula
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itself—to be deposited on Fire
Island and other beaches in this
area of Long Island. This com-
pensates for any erosion of Fire
Island—a good example of
Mother Nature’s system of
checks and balances.)

Next came the Great Storm of
1690 which swept over this
barrier beach; some say no
greater storm has been record-
ed. The beach was rent asunder
for a stretch of some nine miles.
When the waves subsided they
had left in their wake a huge
body of water which today is
known as Great South Bay. With
the exception of a tiny fragment
of landfill remaining in one area,
Great South Beach—as Fire
Island was then known (older
Long Islanders still call it that),
became technically an island. In
1931, when the ocean broke
through an inlet at Moriches,
Fire Island became truly free

. . acomplete island at last.

It is Great South Bay that
separates Fire Island from the
mainland, and today it is the
delightful ferry ride from the
town of Sayville on Long Island
—across the Bay to the Fire
island communities of Cherry
Grove and The Pines—that gay
people look forward to so in-
tensely. Once on the island it is
only a few minutes walk across
to the magnificent beach on the
other side, along the Atlantic.

FIRST THE INDIANS—THEN
THE DUTCH AND ENGLIGH

The first recorded inhabitants
of Long Island and what is now
Fire Island were the Unquachog
Indians. The Unquachogs were a
peaceful tribe, given more to the
art of making beauty than
making war. From the endless
variety of shells found along the
beach—particularly whelk—they
created distinctive, beautiful
jewelry; not alone for personal
adornment, but for use as wam-
pum, the currency of the time. It
was so beautiful and valuable
that the Unquachogs also ‘mint-
ed’ it for other tribes. The Un-
quachogs gave Fire Island the
first of its many names. They
called it Sechochaka ... ‘‘Is-
land of Shells.”

The men of this tribe were

also skilled fishermen, catching
the plump oysters, flounder, and
particularly the clams, for which
Great South Bay is famous
today. They also established the
first whaling enterprise off
North American shores, and
legend has it that this brought
about a second name for the
island. History books at the East
Hampton Library mention that
sailing vessels far off the Long
Island coast could see the many
fires along the beach as the
Unquachogs rendered the blub-
ber from whales. As whales
were so plentiful, and whaling so
profitable, the fires were numer-
ous and extensive. The entire
nine-mile stretch of beach often
seemed to be on fire—hence
Fire Island (or rather, Fire
Island |, since there would be
other names).

The Dutch arrived here
around 1614 and quickly estab-
lished a rapport with the Un-
quachogs. Trade between them
began to thrive as the Dutch,
introducing Unquachog jewelry
to Europe, found it in fashion-
able demand. Soon, of course,
European entrepreneurs began
to copy and mass-produce the
jewelry, and thus its value as an
Unquachog/Dutch trading com-
modity declined.

As the Dutch began to leave
Long Island about 1638, the
English colonists moved down-
ward from New England and
settled at Southampton—not far
from Fire Island. The complex-
ion of the island began to
change. The brash British began
to crowd, then displace the
Unquachogs, who moved east-
ward on Fire Island to what is
now Smith Point, nearer Morich-
es Inlet. (If you should visit
Cherry Grove or The Pines you
might wish to continue on over
to Smith Point . . . there are still
many descendants of the orig-
inal Unquachogs living there.)

As has so often happened in
British maritime history, piracy
became common. With the great
port of New York attracting
ships from all over the world,
and with trade bustling and
expanding, British ships were
frequently ripped off by pirates.
And where? Just off the Atlantic
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Archie Parkinson’s hotel in Cherry
Grove in 1869. Long gone, its solitude
was a far cry from today’s gay hotel !

In 1890 a small boat took islanders from
Sayville to Cherry Grove on weekends
only.

from Fire Island. The waters
here are often treacherous—
ships could be more easily
‘taken’ than on calmer seas.

Even when pirate ships were
not around, merchant vessels of
the time were often no match for
the Atlantic Ocean on a rampage
—particularly in winter. Such
ships, tossed and buffeted by
the raging waves, broke as
easily as if they were match-
sticks. Ships’ masters, taking
with them whatever valuables
they could, swam for Fire Island
and concealed them in the sand.
Pirates, of course, did the same.
Some of the pirate treasure was
found in the late 1790s and early
1800s.

Since the Revolutionary War
was then in progress, history
tells us that a British warship,
bringing a payroll for the British
army stationed in New York, was
broken in a storm, near Cherry
Grove. Although the sailors
managed to get the chests of
money ashore and bury them,
when they later returned to
claim them the chests had
vanished.

It has long been the hope of
many gay men visiting Fire
Island that they might strike it
rich as treasure hunters. To
date, this has not been the case.
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Although they often find pieces
of jewelry in the oddest places
on Cherry Grove, it invariably
turns out to be either a popper
necklace or a piece of genital
jewelry. Not much profit . . .
but lots of fun!

FIRE ISLAND “IV’

The historical fact of how this
delightful island got its name is
recorded in East Hampton's
history books. It seems that
when the Great Storm of 1690
gave birth to our island, the
Governor of New York colony
sent a surveyor down to assess
the damage. At that time there
were five beaches where one is
now, and the surveyor, noting
this, jotted the area on his chart
as 'Five Islands’. When a survey
was made about a hundred years
later, the earlier spelling was
misread, and interpreted as
‘Fire Island’.

POST-REVOLUTION

With the war over, and the
United States of America set-
tling down to more peaceful
pursuits, Fire Island soon be-
came a fashionable watering
place, not only for the war-rich,
but for the many diplomats of
other countries assigned to Néw
York.

In the early 1800s the Surf
Hotel was erected in the town of
Kismet on Fire Island, with
accommodations for 400 guests.
Visitors came from New York
City to Babylon, Long Island;
then from Babylon to the ferry
depot in horse-drawn cars; and
thence over to Kismet by small
steamboat.

The Surf Hotel also drew the
great theatrical people of the
time and Fire Island of that era
was almost as cosmopolitan and
sophisticated as New York City.
Ingeniously, the Surf manage-
ment worked out a kind of code
to determine how many people
to expect from the steamboat. A
certain number of biasts on the
steamboat’s whistle indicated an
equal number of guests. Thus
management had plenty of time
before their arrival to see that
everything was in apple-pie
order.

Cottages sprang up ... the

island began to flourish as 2
vacation spot. Unfortunately the
cholera scare of 1892 scared
people away from the islang
The Surf Hotel was made into 2
quarantine station, and was
eventually sold . . . it could not
regain its initial popularity. I
burned to the ground just before
World War |, and Fire Islang
‘lay fallow’, so to speak, unti
years afterward. Houses began
springing up all over the island.
and by 1920 Cherry Grove—the
oldest community on Fire Islang
—began attracting artists anc
writers, many of whom were
gay. Here is where people like
W. H. Auden spent their
summer weekends. Thornton
Wilder gave the very first per-
formance of scenes from ‘‘Our
Town’' in the Grove. And so it
happened that Cherry Grove
became the summertime play-
ground of the sensitive, creative
people of the time—thus estab-
lishing a climate that in the next
20 years would make the com-
munity—if only on a seasonal
basis—the gayest place on
earth.

The Island Between
World Wars | & |l

Disaster, in one form or
another, has been the constant
nemesis of Fire Island. It has
been savaged by hurricane,
slave traders, plague, fire, and
brigand rape.

Its closest brush with extinc-
tion, however, might well be
called ‘bulldozery’, an aborted
political land ripoff —the attempt
of Robert Moses and his New
York State Highway Commission
to raze most of the island to
build still another concrete thru-
way the length of it, so that
Sunday drivers, uncaring of the
island’s history and natural
beauty, could get from Point A
of Boredom to Point B of
Dullsville without losing a pre-
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cious moment. This would have
meant the end of Fire Island as
we know it.

No matter what the danger
has been, or to what lowly estate
the island has been temporarily
driven, those who love it—of
whatever period in its history—
have invariably sought to ‘clone’
each successive new Fire Island,
using the perfect genes of its
primitive idyllism, so that it
might continue as an earthly
paradise for nature in the green
and—in Cherry Grove—nature
in the buff.

RUM GO

The year 1919, following the
end of World War |, marked the
first of the island’s several
cloned rebirths. It also may have
been the time of Cherry Grove’s
first collective gay experience.
Wishful thinking or not, a new
and far different era was about
to dawn for Fire Island and it
came about this exciting way.

The last of the big merchant
ships—the Northern Pacific—
which nimbly darted across the
mine-strewn Atlantic throughout
the war, ran aground in shallow
water just off Cherry Grove. The
ship was returning from France
with young American soldiers
who had served their country.
The men had an opportunity to
explore Fire Island. The Vol-
stead Act, prohibiting the sale or
consumption of liquor, was now
the law of the land. Some of the
men were more visionary than
others, and when they hear this
news it may be said that while
the Liberty Bell, for which
they'd fought in France and
Germany, still rang in one ear,
the distant chime of an opening
cash-register could be heard in
the other. Banking on the certain
knowledge that no one is going
to suffer a parched tongue for
long, they cast an enterprising
eye around the island’s contours
and noted how advantageously it
was situated—just barely away
from the mainland—and how,
with a little bit of luck and lots of
guts, they could tot up a tidy
profit running rum from some
country whose tastebuds had not
dried up like ours.

Their idea was a seed that
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Fire Island . . . after the 1938 hurricane.

grew. Many of the comrades
aboard the Northern Pacific
returned to form rumrunning
combines. Contact was made
with Cuban rum distillers, and in
the space of two years Fire
Island—and particularly Cherry
Grove—had put on costumery
for another act. :

For several years it continued
to thrive as a rumrunner’s
paradise. But then the United
States Coast Guard (then called
the U.S. Lifesavers ... and
don’t you love that name—so
‘licky’!) established a base to
halt the rumrunners.

Exodus again. It is well to
recall that shortly before the
Northern Pacific had run a-
ground, Fire Island had ex-
perienced two of its many dis-
asters. (1) The great cholera
epidemic (which never material-
ized) had scared most residents
off the island, and (2) with the
burning of the Surf Hotel in
Kismet, and the abandoning of
other large summer guest
houses, the rumrunners had had
the island almost completely to
themselves.

Later, residents of the Hamp-
tons, and particularly Amagan-
sett—the last town before the
end of Long Island at Montauk—
got rumrunning fever. Many of
the rumrunning Fire Islanders
made the switch there, too.
There was irresistibly too much
profit not to.

Older residents of Amagan-
sett say that rumrunning was
such an accepted, commonplace
thing (like New York City’s
speakeasies of the period) that
even male high-school teachers
and solid businessmen who
operated the village stores by
day would moonlight as rum-
runners. Anyone in town could
have told you who was running
rum—but no one would have.
They were (and are) such a
fiercely-proud, close-mouthed,
village-loyal people that no one
ever informed on another to the
‘Revenooers’.

THE GROWTH
OF CHERRY GROVE

Gay readers may be interested
to learn that Cherry Grove is the
oldest settlement on Fire Island.
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The gay capital of the United
States derives its name from the
profusion of wild cherry trees
that covered the island prior to
the hurricane of 1938, which
destroyed many trees. Cherry
Grove has a distinction of a quite
non-gay kind. Salt-water taffy
was invented here—not in At-
lantic City. The enterprising
discoverer of it sold it to Atlantic
City’s Boardwalk stands, where
it became popular. It is only fair
to say, however, that while
Cherry Grove’s famous salt-
water taffy is no longer made
here, there have been some
vastly interesting ‘taffy pulls’
since!

As colorful and exciting as
Cherry Grove had been during
its earlier ‘clonings’, it lay fairly
dormant until a few years before
World War |l, long after the
interim episode of the rum-
runners. Until then there were
only a few weatherbeaten sum-
mer cottages (some of which
survive). Around the turn of the
century a large farmhouse/
guesthouse owned by Archie

Perkinson had been sold to Ed
Duffy who renovated and en-
larged it and called it Duffy’s
Hotel. This hotel was the focal
point of Cherry Grove, and
brought sailing buffs and began
attracting the literati already
mentioned, in the 1920s.

Some new houses were built,
and Cherry Grove took on a
somewhat more resort-like look,
but it was by no means gay at
this time. The status remained
quo until another of Fire Island’s
disasters occurred. The great
hurricane of September 21,1938.
It was a freakish prank of
nature—the Weather Bureau
had no inkling it was on its way.
It devastated the island, and
leveled and/or washed into the
ocean many of the houses. As
noted, a few of the sturdier
earlier cottages remained.

Again Cherry Grove made a
comeback—and this time with a
zeal and speed one could not
have expected. One would be
correct in the rationalization that
Cherry Grove thrives on disas-
ter. In the space of a year new

houses sprang up; a hotsl &f
some size was built. The artisss
colony that had already estat-
lished itself continued to growm
Boardwalks (there were anc ars
no streets) were laid.

Still The World’s No. 1 Gay Paradise
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FIRE ISLAND

Throughout the world there
are islands that are gay favorites
. . . places like Capri, Mykonos,
Sylt, Key West (yes, it’'s an
island)—but none compares
with Fire Island, and, specifical-

ly, the gay communities of
Cherry Grove and The Pines.
Here, as nowhere else in the
world, from April thru October,
and particularly between Memo-
rial Day and Labor Day, thous-

ands of gay residents, regular
weekenders and vacationers
from all over the world come
together for a carefree time in
the sun. It is here that gay
people come to reaffirm their
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lifestyle in the presence of a
homosexual majority.

Fire Island is about 32 miles
long and about two city blocks
wide for most of its length.
There are different communities
for different people-—the largest
and straightest being Ocean
Beach; it has lots of small beach
cottages jammed up against one
another, paved walks, a lot of
stores and bars and restau-
rants—even a movie house . . .
and lots of screaming kids. Most
gay people who do the lIsland
every summer have never been
to Ocean Beach—and prefer to
keep it that way.

The gayest community—
Cherry Grove—is three miles
east of Ocean Beach. It’s about a
mile long, or seems that way,
and about a block wide. The
ocean is on one side, the bay on
the other. It’s an old community,
so most of the houses have a
traditional look, though a few
are quite modern. Here, as
nowhere else on the Island, the
nouses have amusing names
(i,e., Of Inhuman Bondage;
Wounded Knees; Mary Hart-
man, Mary Hartman—many
with a gay theme) and fly
colorful flags. Here, as every-
where else on the Island, there
are no automobiles; one gets
from here to there on foot along
narrow boardwalks. There are a
few novelty and clothing shops;
a general store that carries
magazines and newspapers, as
well as a laundry service; two
flower shops; two liquor stores;
an ice cream counter; a couple of
deli counters; a grocery store; a
post office; several restaurants;
three bars and two discos;
several hotels and inns and lots
of guest houses.

You either come every week-
end, or for a couple of weeks on
your vacation if you don’t live in
the City; or for a season of four
or five months if you rent a
house. If you stay out of local
politics and concern yourself
with having fun—Ilying on the
beach by day, strolling occa-
sionally into the meatrack for
quickies, or over to bayside for a
quiet day of clamming; doing the
discos at night and then spend-
ing an hour or two or all night in

the meatrack doing numbers
under the trees—you’ll have the
time of your gay life. If you allow
yourself to get involved in
community hassles your time
will be spent dishing him and
bitching her, and you'll find
yourself going to meetings and
parties you'd be better off
passing up. Some residents who
really would prefer anonymous
nights in the rack get so involved
in politics and social activities
that they actually end up feeling
awkward about being seen, by
their friends in the rack—so they
avoid it altogether and have a
miserable time, or do the closet
scene by tucking themselves
away in very dark spots and even
wear wigs to disguise them-
selves. It's all so sick.

Politics in Cherry Grove even
carry over into the meatrack. A
handful of resident cocksuckers
who are too ugly, or old, or both,
are forever badmouthing it—Iliv-
ing only for moonless nights
when they can sneak in and fill
up until another new moon
comes along. How fortunate it is
that the majority want the rack;
it gives purpose to the Grove and
is endeared to many who loving-
ly call it ““The Judy Garland
Memorial Park.’’ But it is being
abused; every season sees
broader and broader paths as
the trampling hordes break more
and more trees. Every morning
sees tons of shitty tissues,
crushed poppers, beer cans,
cigarette butts, and even juicy

condoms all over the place. And
if you stroll through the rack on a
sunny day right after a rain, you
can smell human piss coming up
through the sand. When a guy is
hot he thinks not—flinging used
poppers here and there and
cluttering the area with paper
towels he's used to wipe his
shitty ass or cock after a fuck. It
got so bad last year that groups
of regulars got together and
formed a sanitation squad—
taking turns going in with bag-
gies to clean up the mess on a
daily basis (it was quite amusing
to see some gingerly picking up
the trash with gloved fingers—
and others enjoying a vicarious
orgasm with each found con-
dom). There has always been an
official sign at the entrance to
the rack; the paths are actually
considered highways on this
Federal land (Fire Island is part
of the National Seashore) and
littering them can net you a fine
of up to $500. But the threat has
always been ignored because it
has never been enforced. Two
seasons ago a new sign ap-
peared, nailed on a tree by a
benevolent queen—warning lit-
terbugs who discarded their
‘trick rags’ that they'd get
poison (misspelled ‘poisen’) ivy.
The sign still gets a lot of laughs
but doesn’t solve the problem.
Still others have littered the rack
in another way, by painting
white bands on the trees to help
guide cruisers through on dark
nights (banging up against trees

is commonplace before your
eyes get used to the dark). &
nice gesture, and a helpful one
too, but it doesn’t do very much
to preserve the natural woodsy
setting of the rack.

The rack at the east end of
Cherry Grove isn’t only used ©
the Grovers; the gays in Th
Pines—the gay community
mile east of the Grove—help ¥
it every night. Just past th
“‘nighttime rack’’ (which
used, to a limited extent, 2
hours a day) is the ‘‘daytim
rack’’—Ilarger in area and a litt
closer to The Pines. Because it
so vast it is difficult to get
around easily in the dark—so
is here that one goes for a wild
afternoon of sex in the bushes
Guys are continually coming ang
going between stretches of
sunning on the beach ... and
there’s always a lot of cumming
going on. It's busiest about 3
p.m. on Sundays when week-
enders want to get in their last
licks before returning to the
City; it's not unusual to en-
counter several hundred differ-
ent faces in any single weekend
afternoon in July and August
The paths in the dunes beyond
the daytime rack and The Pines
are also active—mostly chance
meetings by those going back
and forth between the two
communities during the day.

When you reach The Pines
there is another meatrack—at its
west end; it is used late at night
only. Also at night, the beach
itself—particularly the area in
the vicinity of the condomini-
ums—is cruised/used (though it
is possible to make it anywhere
along the beach between the
Grove and The Pines any night).
The walks here, as in the Grove,
also see action. At the east end
of The Plnes (which is a consid-
erably larger community than
the Grove) is another rack—in
the bushes and along the paths
flanking an old service ‘‘road”’
(actually a sandy path) referred
toas ‘‘Burma Road.’’ It’s mostly
used during the day.

The Pines is a relatively new
community so there are lots of
modern houses of the ‘‘House
Beautiful’’ type. Many, but not
all, of the homeowners are
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wealthy; the majority are at least
financially comfortable. Wealth
has always attracted beauty—so
it is here that the cute showboys
and other chorus beauties, who
haven’t got a pot to piss in,
come. They shoot a load into
their host—and in return get a
nice place to stay and a weekend
filled with disco dancing and fun
on the beach—making cautious
strolls into the meatracks possi-
ble. There are usually a lot of
parties (the uglier the host, the
more he wants to show off his
latest ‘‘catch’’ to his peer of
trolls)—and these draw not only
gays of every description, but
also hip straights who come to
The Pines by the hundreds on
the weekend. The Pines is a place
for swingers, gay and straight
alike, the Beautiful People—the
Show Folk and their satellite No
Folk. Their suitcases are filled
with bikinis (if they wear any-
thing at all; nude sunning/bath-
ing is legal anywhere on Fire
Island), uppers, downers, pot,
coke, poppers—turn-on things
of every description. Of course,
what exists in The Pines is also
true of Cherry Grove, but to a
lesser extent. The people in The
Grove are far less pretentious;
they prefer the dungaree/beard-
ed look—in contrast to The Pines
where the groomier appearance
is more appropriate. In terms of
actual good/bad looks—stroll
along the beach any busy after-
noon and you will clearly see
that, stripped down to their
bathing suits, without the glam-
or of Gucci duds or the sizzle of
leather gear, they all look alike.

If you weekend with a lover or
a buddy, or vacation with a
friend with whom vyou’'ll be
spending most of your social
time, then it doesn’t matter
which community you choose to
settle in. The beach is all the
same and in the meatracks it
makes little difference who's
staying where. But if you want to
mingle with strangers and be-
come part of their social scene
you'll probably be happier in
The Pines if you like to Gucci
up—and in the Grove if you want
to get into leather scenes. The
Pines has a swinging disco and
their Sunday afternoon Tea
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Dance is more popular than its
counterpart in the Grove. The
shops, the bars, etc., that exist
in the Grove also exist in The
Pines. The politics too—which
you're advised to stay out of. On
busy weekends in July and
August (the best months to do
the Island—because the weather
is usually perfect) there are
about 3,000 people in The Pines
of which 80% are gay; in the
Grove there are about 2,000
people, of which 95% are gay.
Lesbians make up a small seg-
ment of the gay community on
the Island, and you are likely to
find them in the Grove.

Fire Island—more specifical-
ly, Cherry Grove and The
Pines—is where gay people are
a majority; gay life predomi-
nates and heterosexuals are
misfits. We gay people dislike
conformity—but, if only for its
novelty, it certainly is comfort-
ing to be among one’s own kind.
If nothing else you will sense a
free spirit you have never known
elsewhere—for it is here that
you can truly be yourself as
nowhere else on earth. There are
other gay communities—but
they are pale by comparison with
Cherry Grove and The Pines. If
you are gay, this is your kind of
place—something you will never
match anywhere else at any time
in your life.

To reach Cherry Grove and
The Pines you ferry out of
Sayville, a small town on Long
Island about 60 miles from the
heart of New York City. There is
bus service to Sayville, but
the best way is by Long Island
Railroad. Service is good and
fast, and taxis that run between
the railroad station and ferry
dock meet all trains. The train
ride takes a little over an hour;
the taxi ride about two or three
minutes; and the ferry about 20
minutes; count on a two-hour
trip. About $15 round-trip is
what it costs. There is also plane
service from New York City;
small seapianes touch down on
the bay just yards away from
your house. Service is expensive
and unreliable in bad weather.

count on spending about $4,500
for the season (four or five
months, beginning in May)
though you can find places for
much less . . . and much more.
Some cute places are available
for about $200 a week—and they
sleep two or more.

You can also book long-term
rooms at the numerous hotels/
inns/guest houses. For short
stays, rooms are usually avail-
able, even on weekends—except
holiday times, such as Inde-
pendence Day and Labor Day.

If you prefer a small
guest house that's cozy and
homey we suggest you stay at
the Carousel Guest House near
the dock. Hosts Joe and Rainer
will make you feel at ease—and
you couldn’t ask for a better
place if you want to experience a
private house without actually
renting one. Carousel accom-
modates only 11 hungry guys—
so get on it early by phoning
(516) 597-6612. (We featured
Carousel in the August 1977
Ciao!) And in The Pines we
suggest the Botel, a pleasant
dockside motel. Phone (516)
597-6500.

If you like a variety of amuse-
ments to fill your hours—sight-
seeing and such—then Fire
Island is probably not your kind
of place. It's hell when it rains;
when the sun shines—as it does
most of July and August . . . and
it can too in May, June and
September—the beach is beauti-
ful. You can walk its length in
either direction and spend your
afternoons doing the meatrack.
Or hang around ‘‘town’’ eye-
balling humpy numbers or gos-
siping.

The Joykillers

‘Germ Warfare’
In The Caribbean

Travel guidebook authors are
sometimes so entranced by the
view of a Caribbean island from
its paradise perspective they
forget that every Eden has its
snake, however in Caribbean
countries this is usually a worm
of many rascaliy ancestors and
progeny. And for the gay guy,
especially, who comes to this
area for sex that throbs day and
night like a jungle drum, there is
the additional hazard of an
almanac of germs that thrive
best where hygiene is worst.
How to recognize these joykillers
and how to prevent, circumvent
or overcome them is the reason
for this article.

We shall not discuss such
sex-related diseases as syphilis,
gonorrhea and hepatitis—sinis-
ter though they are—since they
are more or less familiar to any
active sexist. We should like,
instead, to limit our discussion
to those health hazards that are
common to Caribbean, or any
other topical or sub-tropical
countries—especially to Mexico.

It may be true that right here
in the United States some of our
readers in particular localities
are already familiar with a few of
these health hazards inasmuch
as many Haitians, Jamaicans,
Mexicans and others have en-
tered this country illegally, with-
out the required United States
Public Health Service checkups,
and have settled down in en-

claves to a life as nearly triba!
that of their homeland. Ang
because they are so extravaga
ly handsome &nd hung
humpy and horny, it isn't long
before they begin to distrib
their ‘gifts’ freely among us.
Some find work in the kitchens
of metropolitan restaurants
sous-chefs (second. or assistz
chefs) and handle food:; others
dishwaters; so if we don't %2
victim to such health hazarg
through sex we can do
through salad. Employees

as tourists, and therefore are
bound by no hygienic admoni
tions. So you may pick them
up, and their indigenous germs.
in baths or other cruisy places.
So what we have to say about the
‘nativity’ of germs, worms ang@
amebas when you fly off to the
Caribbean can have consider-
able importance to you even
before you get to the airport!

WORMS

Those who come in contact
with the soil, or children whe
play outdoors in southern states
where the ground is always
moist, may have had disagree-
able experiences with pinworms.
Others may have contracted
trichinosis from the ingested
trichina worm in undercooked
pork or sausage-type meats—
even sausage pizza— and tape-
worm. Being familiar with these
native species and dealing with
them effectively with across-the-
drug-counter medications for-
mulated for that purpose, there
is no need to discuss them in
detail here. But in tropical
countries/climates the plot be-
gins to thicken. One of the
special nemeses of such areas is
the

Threadworm. This is a very
common tropical worm the vis-
itor to Mexico or the Yucatan
Peninsula may pick up. It may

be difficult for a general practi-
tioner to recognize and treat this
species of worm. But it will be
quickly recognized and elimin-
ated by a specialist in tropical
diseases. The specific drug now
believed most quickly effective
is Mentizol—a liquid vermicide
that must be administered ac-
cording to one's bodyweight.
Because it is actually a poison it
must be taken only in the
minimal and accurately-spaced
doses which the physician speci-
fies. Elimination of this parasite
with Mentizol is usually accom-
plished in about three days. The
threadworm may be mistaken
for the pinworm—a strong re-
semblance to the untrained eye
—but you will quickly discover
the vast difference. Pinworms
are mildly toxic, but mainly an
annoyance and a nuisance—and
sexually embarrassing when de-
tected by your lover. Thread-
worms are highly toxic. The
toxins they release in the human
gut will cause severe abdominal
cramps, as well as a host of
assorted muscular pains. A par-
ticularly trying symptom is ex-
treme weakness of the leg
muscles. One simply ‘gives out’
in performing the simplest tasks
. often walking just a few
blocks is very fatiguing. Other
symptoms are nausea and diar-
rhea. The threadworm takes up
residence in the intestine via
ingestion of contaminated drink-
ing water and food, and through
the contaminated fecal matter
picked up by the tongue during
rimming tours of the anus.

Flukes. Of all the species of
worms the fluke is the greatest
threat to man. This is because—
somewhat like the octcpus—its
standard gear includes a suction
mechanism that allows it to cling
to the intestinal wall and nibbie
and suck to its heart’s content.
And its heart is never very
‘content’. Because it is typical of
the lifestyles/cycles of all worms
other than pinworms to effect a
preliminary pass-through of in-
termediate hosts—cattle, dogs,
pigs (in the case of trichino-
sis), crabs, insects and so on.
before parasitizing the human
body, the intermediate host of
the fluke is the snail. Thus in
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tropical and sub-tropical coun-
tries particularly, snails are
plentiful and one generally picks
up flukes by swimming in pol-
luted waters where the fluke
eggs have been deposited by
snails.

Don’t swim in some serene
‘this is God’s country’ mountain
stream or paradisiacal lake.
However pure such waters ap-
pear to be, they are often
polluted and the hazard of flukes
must be considered omnipres-
ent. Swim only in pools where
the water is regularly treated, or
in the ocean/sea areas declared
safe by the local health authori-
ties. A special warning to Puerto
Rican vacationers: Don’t walk in
fresh-water streams in the coun-
try away from San Juan. Flukey!
There is not the remotest possi-
bility of treading on a batch of
fluke eggs in chlorinated pool
water or in the mighty, ever-
moving sea. The fluke likes
quieter places.

The simpler vermifuges that
work effectively in expelling the
nuisance worms such as those
we find at home—worms that
don’t invade tissues or organs,
but frolic in the intestine and
emerge at the anus—will not
work on the organ-threatening
flukes and other roundworms
that penetrate vital organs. The
concern of the tropical-disease
specialist is to administer worm
killers (vermicides and anthel-
mintics) of sufficient strength to
destroy the parasites without
inflicting too much damage on
host tissues (the gut and invaded
organs). Corticosteroids that will
work effectively on other worms
(such as thiabendazole on the
trichina) are futile in a battle
against flukes. A strong poison
is the only resort. Understand-
ably this is something the physi-
cian must prescribe—both the
agent and the frequency of use.

As clinically classitied, the
worms we have discussed are
metazoa or helminthes. The
condition of having them is
called helminthiasis. On the
other hand, the traveler in
tropical or other exotic countries
may develop some of the same
symptoms of helminthiasis (no-
tably diarrhea) which may be

caused by a protozoon or ameba.
A lesser protozoon—Escherichia
coli—or E-coli, as it is called for
short, and a stronger and more
destructive one called entameba
histolytica, bring on amebic
dysentery and the dread

AMEBIASIS

The E-coli ameba is a single-
celled organism with tongue-like
projections that allow him to
almost literally ‘throw his weight
around’. He progresses through
the gut in helter-skelter fashion,
in much the same way a raindrop
moves down a windowpane . . .
sliding here . . . holdingon . . .
plopping down . . . rolling . ..
enjoying his tour through the
entire length of your intestine
until he finally passes out with
the last drop of liquid feces and
your strength returns. Along
with diarrhea you will likely have
some fever. This, too, abates as
he begins to ‘see the light at the
end of the tunnel’.

The palliatives most often
prescribed are paregoric (which
contains opium and is therefore
available only by prescription,
and which more or less ‘drugs’
or ‘stupefies’ the gut and makes
what is real and discomforting
seem less so), or Lomotil which,
as its name implies, lowers
motility of the intestine and
causes you to be less anxious
and more comfortable by slow-
ing peristaltic action so that you
don’t have to ‘go’ so frequently.
The body's white blood cells also
come to the rescue—building up
in considerable force to over-
come the invader—and if the
dysentery is severe and pro-
tracted there are certain anti-
biotics that also assist.

Amebic dysentery is usually
caused by ingesting contami-
nated food or water. And please
put this down in your little black
‘no-no’ book. The head of the
Tropical Diseases Clinic of New
York Hospital is reported as
saying that the ameba which
causes turista or the ‘trots’—
amebic dysentery—may be easi-
ly picked up from handling
money in the tropics. In fact, the
University of Louisville School of
Medicine ran numerous tests on
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Mexican/Yucatan and Caribbe-
an currencies and found a very
high amebic count!

So this special word of warn-
ing. When in the tropics or
Mexico, make a point of washing
your hands frequently—always
after handling money. You can't
‘launder the money’ (as the
Watergate plotters did), but you
can refrain from touching your
lips with your fingers after
handling money—until you can
wash and dry them—and thus be
on the safe side. It is ironic that
one may take all possible other
precautions: drinking only bot-
tled, distilled or boiled water
.. . foregoing fresh salads and
fruits, as well as uncooked or
undercooked foods . . . yet when
the waiter brings you the check
and the change from your bill he
also brings along a gift of
amebas! Although he may have
washed his hands several times
during serving hours, the money
he passes on to you may have
been touched by the unclean
hands of many others, thus
causing him to be an unwitting
carrier of the disease.

Many travelers who love the
tropics so much that they go year
after year, turista notwithstand-
ing, may not know until they
read this that the trouble may be
caused not by the drinking
water, the food, or the street-
vendor’s oranges, but the pesos!
Truly ‘filthy lucre’. It will be of
much help to take along with you
in a convenient pocket—wher-
ever you go—a little packet of
moist towelettes. Immediately
after having paid your bill,
cleanse your fingers and hands
(not forgetting to also swab the
packet!). By doing so you may
save yourself a lot of trotting
time that could be put to better
use cruising, and bowel discom-
fort.

The more destructive ameba
is the entameba histolytica. This
evil ameba establishes a beach-
head in the intestine, penetrat-
ing the bowel wall, and thence
passes on via the bloodstream to
the vital organs, particularly the
liver—causing a general hepatic
condition and sometimes an
abscess that can result in death
if untreated.

The first symptom of this may
also be diarrhea. But as symp-
toms grow more diverse and
severe, such as abdominal pain,
cramps. or excessive muscular
tiredness/soreness/weariness—
and as your anxiety increases
apace, you may be sure that you
have the more dangerous ame-
biasis. This calls for the tropical-
disease specialist. Don’'t even
bother with a general practi-
tioner. He'll only send you on to
the specialist anyway.

The specialist will have his lab
technicians perform some tests
(stool specimens under a micro-
scope; blood tests; several oth-
ers) and only when the tests are
completed will he know precisely
what to treat you for—and how.
There are about 150 ‘normal’ or
‘beneficial’ strains of amebas in
the digestive system. Your spe-
cialist must know how to detect
the culprit among all the others.
The current, and most effective
drug used to destroy entemeba
histolytica is a real killer itself—
Flagyl. This is taken orally in
250-mg. tablets three or four
times a day for ten days. Then
about two weeks following this
treatment another stool speci-
men will be taken and other tests
repeated to rule out the possibil-
ity that the strain is still active.

It should be firmly understood
that sex is out during amebiasis.
Only a monster would risk
infecting another at such a time.
Moreover, the infected individ-
ual should not prepare food or
handle objects that another may
use. The danger of contagion is
too great.

Amebas are picked up not
alone from food and water, but
from fecal traces during ana-
lingus. Obviously, rimming is
risky in any country where
standards of personal hygiene
are lax. But consider this: even if
you never rim, but only suck
someone who has just fucked
another who may have had only
borderline amebiasis, amebic
trace feces are certain to be
present on his phallus, and so
you can contract amebiasis, even
having taken every reasonable
precaution, and never know
from whence it came.

Or you may fuck someone who

has amebiasis, and in doing so.
handle, fondle, or adjust your
cock, and without thinking touch
your fingers to your lips. Same
thing. The dangerous/insidious
possibilities are limitless, ai-
though far less so at home. But
even here it often happens that
the most careful gay guy wipes,
then touches his phallus acci-
dentally with the toilet tissue
He's a carrier without knowing
it! The far greater hazarg,
however, is in the tropics where
if you fuck someone with &
payload of amebas in his anus
rectum, the phallus sucks them
in almost greedily during the
passion of plunging.

OTHER TROPICAL HAZARDS

Colon bacilli. Tropical disease
specialists say that at times
rogue bands of colon baciiii
commit acts of aggression a-
gainst us—their hosts. They are
most discourteous . . . invading
the gall bladder and its ducts
(cholecystitis and cholangitis®
kidneys and bladder (pyelitis
and cystitis); and even the bloog
(colon bacillemia and urinary
sepsis). On gaining entrance &
the bladder such bacilli enjoy the
‘golden shower’. They thrive on
urine! Thus tropical medica
centers often treat as many
patients for any one of these
ailments caused by bacilli a8
they do amebiatics. Sick kidneys
are common in the tropics. Ang
urinary-tract infection is almoss
as common. You can avoid these
by taking all the precautions
mentioned. And, of course, a8
we so often remind gay guys .
be sure to have a shot of gamma
globulin before leaving on yous
vacation, plus a checkup ang
possibly another shot on your
return. It's just good clinicas
advice. Gamma globulin doesn ¢
work on every tropical ailment.
but it does work on anything
concerning the liver, and acts a8
a ‘lineback’ in other diseases.

Another tropical disease that
may at first lead you to beliewe
you have hepatitis (because of
jaundicing, and for which gam-
ma globulin is of much help) &
leptospirosis. This is not causes
by amebas, worms or bacilli, but
by rat-hosted spirochetes. We
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mention this here because so
often open cruising areas are
near local sewer systems where
rats proliferate. One may say
that leptospirochetes are to rat
feces what amebas are to hu-
man. Avoid stepping in puddles
of water, or cruising in damp
areas where water trickles down
walls or runs across walkways.

There was an intense epidem-
ic of leptospirosis in Barbados
last season. Queen Elizabeth
Hospital in Georgetown had to
set up a special clinic to treat it.
Here, however, the disease was
picked up by the bare feet of
sugar-cane workers in the rat-
infested wet fields, and then
carried home to their wives
who—working as domestics in
Barbadian condominiums, pri-
vate homes, rented guest houses
and hotels—spread it to unsus-
pecting visitors. Although by no
means a gay disease, we men-
tion it here so that you may take
all necessary precautions as to
personal hygiene if you wish to
visit this otherwise beautiful and
heavenly place.

Of course pet-owners at home
have long been familiar with
leptospirosis as a non-human
disease and have their dogs
inoculated each year. Dogs, you
see, being just as horny as we,
get lepto from licking contami-
nated urine off hydrants—not to
mention the genitals of other
‘gay dogs’.

We have not intended to paint
a gloomy picture of the tropics.
But not to warn our.readers of
those dangers/diseases which
they might not know about
otherwise would be a disservice.
We hope we have been of help in
alerting you to such health
hazards and thus make your
tropical vacation one you'll long
remember—joyfully!

Puerto Rico

Still No. 1 In The
Gay Caribbean

Puerto Rico is still the gem of
the Caribbean. It has what every
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other island has, ten times over

. and a lot more. There are
beaches and mountains. The
luxury hotel strip on the ocean is
unmatched anywhere else in the
Caribbean. San Juan's old sec-
tion, as well as many of the sma
towns throughout the islangd.
rival ancient villages in Spain for
Old World charm. There are
modern residential sections and
streamlined shopping centers
Big condominiums loom over the
Atlantic. And, in the sections
frequented by tourists at least,
there is American cleanliness.

Some unrest concerning the
debate over independence and
statehood does exist, and there
are occasional bombings of U.S
businesses by radicals, but the
people are friendly and have
strong ties with the U.S. (Puerto
Rico is a U.S. commonwealth);
many travel between the island
the mainland constantly. (Re-
cent investigation by our gov-
ernment has shown that radical
groups such as FALN, the
elusive fanatics that bomb U.S
businesses here and in Puerto
Rico, are not made up of Puerto
Ricans but of Cubans whose task
it is to further Communism by
creating unrest and indecisive-
ness in Puerto Rico in an attempt
to discourage the support of
statehood.) Moreover, most of
the people the average tourist is
likely to encounter speak good
English—and that in itself
makes a vacation in Puerto Rico
that much easier.

For the gay guy, opportunities
for sex exist here as only in cities
such as New York; it is abund-
ant, rampant and wild. More-
over, it is enjoyed on a mutual
level. That is to say, it is not
commercial. Hustlers are avail-
able (among them are many
young mainlanders who come
down for the winter, blond
humps right off 42nd St.) but
unnecessary, unless buying hap-
pens to be your thing. In almost
all other Caribbean ports, no
matter how young and hand-
some you are yourself, sex must
be purchased—and it is almost
always trade. Not so in Puerto
Rico. Even outside cosmopolitan
San Juan, where you are likely to
encounter trade, it is given
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willingly and freely by hot young
studs who want to get it as much
as you want to give it.

THE WEATHER

In winter, in holiday season, it
is great. Daytime temperatures
are in the high 80's, and there’s
always a breeze; nighttime air is
about 75 and quite pleasant. It
sometimes rains in the fall, and
summertime is hot but never
uncomfortable. The most popu-
lar time of year is mid-December
thru mid-March, the peak being
around Feb. 15th. Winter holi-
days in Puerto Rico guarantee
sunshine and warmth.

WHERE IN PUERTO RICO

One thinks San Juan when one
thinks Puerto Rico. The island is
quite large, and if you were to
circle it by car you would need at
least two days without making
long sightseeing stops along the
way, or crossing the mountain-
ous interior. Most tourists prefer
to remain in San Juan and
vicinity and unwind from the
burden of winter at a leisurely
pace.

The airport is about 20 min-
utes by road (take a cab, or rent
a compact from Avis or Hertz)
from the Gold Coast—the luxury
hotel strip in the section of San
Juan called Condado. You touch
down by the ocean, on the north
side of the island, and go west,
along the ocean, until you reach
Condado. On the way you pass
through such sections as Isle
Verde (lsle Verde "Beach s
behind the airport; it is referred
to later, for its beauty and hot
locker-room action) and Ocean
Park, a quiet residential area
just this side of Condado (one of
the pretty gay hotels is here; see
later). The section of Condado
most tourists limit themselves to
is Ashford Ave., which runs
parallel to the ocean in front of
the big hotels, between the
Sheraton at the east end and the
Holiday Inn at its western ex-
treme. Walking distance be-
tween these points is about 15
minutes, and here, among the
hotels, are restaurants, shops,
and gay bars.

When you come to the Holiday
Inn you cross a bridge over an
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inlet that flows into a lagoon.
Turn left and, eventually, left
again and drive back in an
easterly direction through the
section known as Miramar,
which is a shopping district (it is
here that you'll find the Lorraine
Theatre; see later). Over the
bridge, bear right instead, and
then go straight ahead and you'll
be in Old San Juan in 5 minutes.
This is the old part of town, filled
with small shops, charming Old
World buildings, churches,
plazas, tiny parks, forts (El
Morro, at its far end, is fascin-
ating to wander through), small
guest houses (there are two gay
ones that are good), restaurants,
and gay establishments. There
are cobblestone streets and
ancient passageways, and al-
ways there is cruising.

WHERE TO STAY

Big Hotels

If you prefer a luxury hotel
(average oceanfront room for
two, $75 a day without meals) |
suggest the Holiday Inn (book by
phoning Holiday Inn Interna-
tional Reservations at 800-238-
5510, and specify Condado
branch since there are two Inns
in Puerto Rico). The hub of gay
activity on Ashford Ave. is
nearer the Sheraton, a walking
distance away (as already
noted), but the Holiday Inn is
more relaxed than the other
monster hotels and it’s easy to
be anonymous, no matter how
many guys you bring in or how
strange they look. The desk is
more watchful at the nearby La
Concha (you must pass it on your
way to the elevator); curiously,
its downstairs john, near the
casino, is cruised and used to a
limited extent in late afternoon.

If you are planning to stay
several weeks you can save
yourself a lot of money by
staying off the ocean, at the start
of the Miramar shopping district
already mentioned. The Gran
Bahia, on Fernandez Juncos,
phone (809) 725-1212 or book
through Suite 4315, 200 Park
Ave. (Pan Am Bldg), New York,
N.Y. (212) 661-0483, is about 15
minutes walking distance from
the Holiday Inn (a half hour to
the gay section of Condado
beach, near Calle Vendig, but
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the hotel has free van service to
Condado). It is the tallest hotel
in Puerto Rico and its rooftop bar
affords a commanding view of
the city. Here, you can get a
superior room for two for $32 a
day, and a lot less if you stay a
month (I overheard one guest
making a deal for $350 for the
month; in February). The hotel
is huge and space is almost
always available. Many rooms
have Kkitchenettes (there’'s a
small grocery store on the main
floor), there's a pool, a casino, a
lunch counter, and it is strictly
casual (you'll see a lot of guys in
dungarees). The john on the
main floor, in the rear just
behind the grocery store, is
cruised and used—best late
afternoons. It's not the busiest
action spot in town, and you may
not get exactly what you want,
but in the daytime and, to
repeat, in late afternoon you're
bound to connect. This hotel is
popular with young U.S. service-
men, because it is near the U.S.
Naval Reservation—and it isn’t
unusual to find a hunky, macho
““I don't kiss on the lips!'’ type
cruising the john. The Gran
Bahia, in case you haven’t been
to San Juan for a few years, used
to be called the Borinquin.
Medium-Sized Hotels

In old San Juan the charming
El Convento, an old convent that
is beautifully appointed. It is
strictly Old World (the rooms are
modern and comfortable, ‘and
air-conditioned). There’s a pool,
and the restaurants are excel-
lent. A short walk to all the gay
establishments in Old San Juan,
but the ElI Convento is a class
place and you will encounter
problems getting in with obvious
pickups. A superior room for two
is $65 a day. Call (809) 723-
9020, or book through Ciga
Hotel, Inc., 745 Fifth Ave., New
York, N.Y. 10022, (212) 935-
9540.

Back in Condado, you might
like the Dutch Inn, just off
Ashford Ave. near the Sheraton.
It's a luxury-type establishment,
not as big as the giant ocean-
front hotels ... and not as
expensive (doubles average $50
a day). And it's only about two
blocks from the gay beach.
Casual enough to get overnight
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tricks in with no problems. Call
(809) 725-0810, or write Dutch
Inn & Towers, Condado &
Ashford Ave., San Juan, P.R.

00907.
The Sands Hotel is on the
ocean. It’'s old but comfort-

able. Very plain. There's a
pool—but the attraction is its
location; it is in front of the
Sands, just to the right of it
(facing the ocean) that gay guys
gather . . . thisis Condado’s gay
beach. Doubles here average
$33 a day (you can get a two-
room corner suite for $50 to $70
a day). Strictly casual. Bring
home a gorilla and nobody will
ask questions.
A Small Hotel
Facing the ocean, just to the
left of the Sands (they practically
touch), is the newly-remodeled
Atlantic Beach Hotel. Whereas
the Sands is ‘gayish’, this one is
gay—all the way, starting with
the help. It’'s a nice place,
handsome but simple, and small
so book early. Doubles
average $35 a day. Its main floor
outdoor bar on a terrace just
above the beach is famous
Beach Bar which is especi-
ally popular in the afteroon
(especially weekends) and gets a
flow of traffic all night long. The
Atlantic Beach Hotel is at the
foot of Calle Vendig (No. 1), San
Juan, P.R. 00907, phone (809)
722-3089. Vendig is a short block
that runs from Ashford Ave. to
the ocean. There's a gay bar in
this street (Shack Up; see be-
low), and the corner of Vendig
and Ashford is the hub of
Condado’s nighttime cruise
area. Thanks to the two bars and
the hotel—Vendig is a miniature
Christopher St., a bit of Castro
St. under the swaying palms.
Lots of mainland gays in macho
outfits, as well as young main-
land blond and local hustlers
who hang out at the Shack Up,
where there are pinball ma-
chines and a small sex room.
Guys staying at the ABH make
Vendig their ‘last mile’ if they
haven’t scored elsewhere. Some-
times the far end of the street,
on the ocean, or the sand itself,
is used for a quickie. | personally
consider the ABH a best bet. It’s
still a hotel, and not as intimate
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and nosy as a guest house; its
location is ideal—not only ocean-
front but right on top of the gay
beach; its gay bar is very handy
for pickups; it's in the heart of
Condado, near the good restau-
rants and gay bars in this area;
it’s gay, so no worries about
bringing in guests.

Guest Houses

The El Mar, 1 Calle Clemen-
ceau, is in Condado about a
block away from the ocean. It's
quite plain, but adequate. Rates
average $25 for two.

In Ocean Park, about 10
minutes walking distance from
the Sheraton, is Arcos Blancos,
10 Carrion’s Ct.; San Juan, P.R.
00907, phone (809) 723-9825. Its
pretty hacienda by the ocean
(actually, one house away from
the beach), in a quiet residential
street. All white, within a white
wall. The attractive pool and its
bar are quite gay—and it gets an
almost exclusively gay crowd,
though one gets the impression
from its ads and where they are
placed that Arcos Blancos con-
siders itself a chic, sophisticated
place for the theatrical set. If you
are a pretentious Fire Island
Pines type you’ll probably be
quite happy here. Naturally,
local hustlers frequent the beach
at the end of the street day and
night. Please, no Vaseline on the
walls!

A more relaxed, and quite
pretty in an Old World way is La
Vista, in Old San Juan. It's at
151 Calle Tetuan, phone (809)
722-2514. Newly remodeled and
quite charming. Right in the
action area too. Its rcoftop bar
(open to the public) is a pleasant
place for quiet conversation, and
pickups on your way to bed. The
grill opens at noon and closes at
2 A.M., and the bar opens at 9
A.M. and closes before the sun
comes up. Luncheon, dinner and
late supper served (there are
small tables near the bar, under
lots of hanging flower pots—in
the open air under a rooftop
shelter. Very nice.

Nearby is the San Francisco
Inn, 263 Calle San Francisco. It's
just as convenient as the La
Vista, but not as new or charm-
ing. There is a rooftop bar and
sundeck (for guests). The res-
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taurant, open to the public, gets

going at 6 P.M. (Convenient to
the pinball gallery across the
street, which is always crawling
with hustlers.)
YMCA

There’s only one, in old San
Juan—ijust at its east end before
you enter the compact old town.
Low Y rates and typical shower/
room action. Possible meetings
in the john downstairs—because
the restaurant is now open to
outsiders. But to get into the
building proper you must be a
guest. It’s on Ave. Ponce de
Leon.

WHERE TO EAT

When you arrive pick up a
copy of Que Pasa, a monthly
tourist directory given free at all
hotels. It contains a lot of useful
sightseeing information, and
restaurant ads. Along Ashford
Ave. there are many good places
you'll want to try. Mama’s Little
Italy, 1157 Ashford Ave., near
Vendig, had an almost exclu-
sively gay clientele years ago,
but its success and advertising
campaign has made it very
straight. Nevertheless, a lot of
gay guys still eat here; the place
is relaxed, on an upstairs terrace
covered over with an awning,
and the food is good and
reasonable.

For very informal meals you
might like Las Nereidas, 1109
Ashford Ave., opposite the La
Concha. Nothing special, but
very good if you get hungry at 4
A.M. when almost everything
else is closed.

Also on Ashford Ave., there’s
a new restaurant at the west end
of Convention Center, street
level. The theme changes week-
ly along with the fare; one week
being Italian, the next Spanish,
etc. It’s ‘open table’ so you can
eat as much as you like for about
$11 per person with beverage
and tip included.

In Old San Juan, La Gallega,
309 Fortaleza, is still considered
to be one of the best restau-
rants in Puerto Rico for native
dishes. Lunch and dinner are
served. EIl Patio de Sam, 102 San
Sebastian, is a casual restaurant
that is very popular with gay
guys and straight swingers. For
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snacks during the day, try El
Siglo XX, Inc., 355 Calle Forta-
leza. It looks like a bakery with
tables. Good for sandwiches and
sweets. And it’s clean.

GAY BEACH

As already mentioned, the gay
strand in Condado is the patch of
sand in front of the Sands Hotel,
just to its right (facing the
water). This is at the foot of
Calle Earle. It's kind of a
miniature Riis Park and is
especially crowded on week-
ends. Here the tourists outnum-
ber the locals—but they plop
down too. Young hustlers (in
street clothes) sit on the stone
wall and steps at the foot of the
street—eye-balling the pros-
pective clients stretched out on
the sand. (They get what they
can, but average $20.)

BARS/DISCOS
Condado

Bachelor Club, 112 Condado
Ave. This is the avenue that
intersects Ashford Ave. just east
of the Sands and runs away from
the ocean. Walk a few short
blocks and you’ll see the sign
when you reach the overhead
highway. It's the second most
popular disco in Puerto Rico.
The decor is simple, almost Art
Deco in feeling. Gray walls,
white lights; always packed.
Minimum gets you two drinks.
Like most discos, not good for
cruising.

Barefoot Bar, foot of Calle
Vendig overlooking' the beach
across from the Atlantic Beach
Hotel (see above). lis proximity
to the ABH guarantees an
interesting bar group. Open-air,
daytime only.

Beach Bar, overlooking the
beach at the Atlantic Beach
Hotel. Especially popular week-
end afternoons with guests,
transients and hustlers.

Blow Hole, Calle Aguadilla at
Ashford Ave. opposite the old
Condado Beach Hotel. Small but
popular with tourists and local
hustlers. Minimum to join (at
the door). Go-go boys prance on
the bar; hustlers shoot pool in
the small room to the rear;
others sit around the bar or
watch porno flicks in another
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small room. A small walk-in-
closet-size-room serves as a
‘back room’ for quickies. All to
the beat of loud disco sounds.

Penthouse, 1119 Ashford
Ave., a short distance from the
Holiday Inn (see above). Very
handy; a good pickup place.
Porno movies shown in this
small bar—which makes groping
easy. Tourists and locals, but not
a hustler’s haven.

Shack Up, on Calle Vendig
just off Ashford Ave. Nice
afternoons for a quiet drink,
since the front wall is taken
down and it's open-air. There
are pinball machines in the rear
and a small, dark room used for
quickies. Not busy. Some danc-
ing on a small floor. Alive with
hustlers, who sit on stoop watch-
ing guests on their way to the
Atlantic Beach Hotel down the
street.

Stars, 1 Calle Vendig on the
roof of the Atlantic Beach Hotel.
Established by the same people
who put the once-tops The
Abbey together in Old San Juan.
Always packed, always swing-
ing. Its roof opens to the stars.
Presently the leading disco in
Puerto Rico.

Old San Juan

Merchants complain of crime
and a decline in business. The
police don’t do much to protect
tourists at night. The gay estab-
lishments which remain are few
in number. OSJ is not the gay
stomping grounds it used to
be—having given way to Con-
dado. Even The Abbey closed its
doors for good last summer.

Lion’s Den, 205 Calie Luna.
No longer packed but still pop-
ular. Locals and tourists make it
in the back room. Good for
quickies any night of the week.
The baths are upstairs (see
below).

Main Street, 259 Calle San
Jose. Very small, near the Las
Vista (see above). All right for a
quiet drink in the afternoon.

Ray’s, 161 Calle San Jose.
Popular with drags.

Small World, 248 Calle San
Jose. It’s been there for years,
and tourists who have known it
always stop back for an after-
noon drink.

And, to repeat, don’t forget
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the bars in the La Vista and San
Francisco Inn guesthouses.

HOT MOVIE HOUSES

At the corner of Calle San
Francisco and Calle Tanca, in
Old San Juan, is the Rialto
Theatre. Straight porno, gay
cruising. There’s a little play in
the men’s room (behind the
ticket booth), but most of the
action is in the rear of the
balcony. Some great local
studs—but the old New York
sharks that work the place get in
the way of everything. Worth
checking out in the late after-
noon if you're tired of shopping.

Lorraine Theatre, about 1055
Ave. Ponce de Leon in Miramar.
Straight porno and female strip-
pers (when the girls go on, the
action in the theatre stops). Best
hot spot in town, especially on
Sunday in the late afternoon and
early evening. If the crowd is
good there are gang orgies in the
rear of the balcony. Almost

always there is something going
on upstairs. There’s also some
action in the men’s room down-
stairs. Almost exclusively locals.

Cinema 70, Stop 26 on Ave.
Fernandez Juncos, at its east
end, before you turn off and
enter the Santurce sectien on
your way to Rio Piedras (see
later). Straight porno, subtle
cruising in the rear of the
theatre, behind the partition. If
you walk down the side aisles
(especially on the right) you’ll
see a lot of studs beating their
meat, but they are either too
dense or too straight to do
anything else. Those who want
to do more go to the rear, or
cruise the john. Very little
happens. If you’re bold you’'ll
have a better chance of sucking
the place dry.

THE BATHS

Lion of St. Marks, 205 Calle
Luna. It’s part of the Lion
complex, upstairs in an old
townhouse. Very large. How-
ever, don’t expect the polish of a
Club Baths. The place is never
packed but does get a turnover,
especially on weekends (open at
8 P.M. and closes around 5
A.M.). The smail rooms are
clean, adequate, and the place

is very comfortable to be in.
There are two darkened group
areas, and these seem to be the
most popular action spots—but
there also seems to be very little
discrimination on the part of the
participants (everybody makes
out). An even mixture of locals
and tourists, and always a few
U.S. Blacks. Join for $1, pay
about $7 for a private room,
considerably less for a locker.

OTHER ACTION SPOTS

If you take the time to drive
about 20 minutes or so to the
University of Puerto Rico in Rio
Piedras (Bus No. 1 goes there)
you'll be rewarded with a full
afternoon of hot action in the
Main Library johns. There’s one
on the ground floor, as you enter
(it's sometimes closed). Right
above it, on the 2nd floor, is
another. These are constantly
cruised, with some action by the
bold right there. Some meet and
leave. Others use the john at the
other end of the 2nd floor, and
the one above that on the 3rd
floor, for action. Mostly stu-
dents, locals (most speak Eng-
lish but you might miss out on an
occasional hump who does not,
because you are unable to get
past the preliminary notes).
You'll also see a few familiar
faces you know from the johns in
New York. A very hot place.
Goodlooking stuff too, and big
cocks (mostly uncut, if that’s of
concern). Anything goes, and
the guys usually do everything—
but Puerto Ricans are especially
big on fucking (you!). Definitely
worth the trip. Reasonably safe
for wandering tourists because
the University invites visitors to
come and see the school.

On your way to Rio Piedras, or
on your way back if it is early
enough, stop at the EI Norte
Shopping Center (it’'s on the
main route off Ave. Munoz
Rivera, which you take to the
University; it’s one-way, so you
take the parallel Ave. Ponce de
Leon on the way back). The up-
stairs john next to Grand Union
is cruised and used, but cau-
tiously (the door is left open). If
you go when school is out (after
3 P.M.) you’re likely to meet a
young hump. (I’'m sure it indi-
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cates nothing, but the two
biggest cocks | ever encoun-
tered in Puerto Rico were here,
on two separate vacations . . .
and I've only been to El Norte
twice, for about 10 minutes each
time!)

Isle Verde Beach is behind the
airport, as already mentioned. In
my opinion, it's as pretty as
famous Luquillo Beach—and a
lot closer to town. | especially
like spending the day there after
checking out of my hotel on the
last day; its proximity to the
airport permits me to enjoy the
weather right up until the last
minute, when, in 10 minutes, |
can return the car and get
checked in. The beach is quiet
during the week, but almost
every afternoon there are at
least a half dozen guys cruising
the upstairs locker room. You
pay a dime for a locker key and
that gives you access to the
room. Most of the cruisers are
locals; some come over on their
afternoon work breaks. If you
haven’t been to Puerto Rico for a
few years you will be shocked by
the blatant, constant cruising by
locals everywhere—who will
even catch your eye as you drive
past them on the street. This
new sexual freedom is obvious in
the Isle Verde Beach locker
room—where they stand around
with their hard cocks hanging
out, unconcerned about straight
bathers who come in to change
and go about their legitimate
business. Sucking and fucking
(mostly mutual) in the tiny
change booths, toilet stalls, and
behind the lockers. On week-
ends the crowds get heavy so
you've got to be more watch-
ful if children are around—but
nothing gets in the way of these
hot studs!

Other hot spots already men-
tioned and repeated here are the
johns in the Borinquen and La
Concha hotels.

EXCURSIONS

If | were you I'd limit my stay
to the San Juan area. Here,
there is always plenty to do, at a
leisurely pace. However, if it's
your first time you might want to
visit Luquillo Beach, a little over
an hour’s drive away. It’'s a
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beautiful beach and worth see-
ing. There is some cruising and
action in the bushes at the far
ends, especially the left (facing
the water). But the woods are
frequented by tough locals who
charge, and they can get mean.
This past winter a tourist from
New York who visited the area
every year and who got too
chummy with the local hustlers,
did something to turn them off
and was stabbed to death. Be
careful. Go with a friend, and if
you must make it with a hustler
in the woods, then tuck a $5 bill
in your bathing suit and pay him
without a fuss. By the way . . .
avoid stepping in fresh water
streams which you’ll find in the
bushes here; they contain a
parasite that enters the body
through the skin which can
cause liver disease.

Near Luquillo, and a definite
must to do the same day, is El
Yunque, the rain forest. You
drive up a mountain through
a primeval forest. Very pretty.

Farther on, at the east end of
the island, you can take a ferry

out of the town of Fajardo, to
the small offshore island of
Culebra. There’s a small hotel in
the harbor that is not that
popular but which has special
appeal for gay visitors who want
to do something different for a
few days. Workers go over from
the big island on Monday morn-
ing and remain there (they live
in barracks) until the week’s
work is done on Friday evening;
Culebra is where buttons are
made. Most of them are young
and get very horny towards the
middle of the week—and look to
the hungry mouths/asses that
are on the island. If numbers is
your game and you dig appre-
ciative trade this may be your
Shangri-La. There’s also a pretty
beach—Flamenco—on Culebra.

On the west side of Puerto
Rico is the town of Mayaguez.
Here you will find Arturo’s, a
male brothel that has been in
existence for years. A big chunk
of the property was sold a few
years ago, so the accommoda-
tions are limited—but the boys
are still there to serve your
needs. It's at 105 Limon Rd. Ask
locally for directions. A stay will
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probably cost you about $35 to
$50 a night, for room, meals and
a boy.

The San Vicente Theatre in
town shows X-rated movies and
has a cruised/used balcony. Lots
of local students frequent the
place.

OTHER THOUGHTS

If your vacation stretches out
you may want to fly over (20
minutes, once you're on the
plane) to St. Thomas (U.S.
Virgin Islands) for some shop-
ping. See comments elsewhere
in this magazine.

If you're a TV freak you’re in
for a disappointment unless you
stay at one of the big hotels that
has cable. Otherwise, even if
your room does have a television
set (most hotels do not furnish
them) prograrnming is poor and
mostly Spanish.

The casinos are now more
relaxed concerning dress code.
A few years ago formal dress or
a dark suit was required. Now
that attitudes are different, and
because the addition of slot
machines brings in a lot of
casual gamblers, sloppy attire
(not bathing suits, however) is
permitted until 7 P.M. At night
you must wear a jacket to get in
(many casinos provide them free
at the door, so you can just throw
it over your jeans and t-shirt.)

Galleria La Caleta, 70 Caleta
de San Juan, near the EI
Convento in Old San Juan, is a
good place to buy local art. Note
the work of Luis G. Cajigas.

This past winter saw a lot of
tourists coming down with
dengue fever, a flu-like condi-
tion causing fever and aches for
several weeks, caused by a mos-
quito bite (according to the U.S.
Bureau of Disease Control, by a
certain mosquito that makes its
home indoors). There is no cure;
the fever runs its course in a few
weeks. If you stay outside the
San Juan area, and particularly
if it is in the country, get bug
spray for yourself and your
room. It is very unlikely that
you'll be bitten in San Juan.

| urge you to start thinking
about next winter now. The
1979-80 season brought bad
weather to the U.S.—and Flori-

da had a lot of cold days. Many
gay guys who did Key West this
year and braved the chilly air are
looking to Puerto Rico for their
next winter holiday. Be wise and
don’t miss out on the good times
this coming winter. Plan now
and book in early fall if at all
possible. If you fail to do so,
rest assured that you will be able
to get something even if you
wait until January to make a
February reservation—but as
time passes you risk getting
exactly what you want. So act
early.

Capri
The Carefree Island

If our readers will indulge us
in a moment of ‘Caprice’ we
should like to mention that those
who take our tip and vacation on
Capri may later reflect that while
it is deservedly called ‘‘The
Carefree Island,’’ the ‘care’ (as
in ‘tender loving ') is no
longer ‘free’. But for that mat-
ter, sex anywhere in Italy these
days is generally for hire only.

Even if you are ravishingly a
second David—turning all your
prospective tricks on like the
burning of Rome—you may be
sure that somewhere about half-
past hard-on the thought of lire
will take precedence over lust.
This is all the more understand-
able in view of the current Italian
money crisis when, as the saying
goes, ‘‘Even the rich are poor!™
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View from Anacapri

So beginning with the premise
that an Italian gay guy who, in
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easier times, would have risen
passionately to any encounter
without once mentioning mon-
ey—yet who now must hack it
for aliving any way he can—may
we introduce you to the most
beautiful island of Italy . . . and
certainly one of the most beauti-
ful anywhere?

Capri isa summer place . . . a
four-square-mile island in the
Gulf of Naples, and it has been a
happy holiday haven since gay
Tiberius Caesar came here each
summer to his Palazzo a Mare—
the Palace by the Sea—bringing
along a retinue of handsome
puberteens from the mainland.
Each year a different crop,
however, because once Tiberius
had personally initiated each boy
into the joys of gay sex he was no
longer interested in him. Later
he found the Capresi boys just as
numerously available and as
innocently deflowerable, so for
the last ten years of his reign he
never returned to Rome
conducting affairs of state from
the Palazzo, with messages first
semaphored to Sorrento and
then charltonhestoned by chariot
to Rome. So one can say that gay
life in Capri got off to a
‘capricious’ start and has not
diminished in volume or pace for
two thousand sexy summers.

HOW TO GET THERE

Capri (accent the ‘Cah’ and
not the ‘pree’) is most easily and
quickly (20 minutes) reached by
frequent hydrofoil from Naples.
You may also go by slow ferry (2
hours) from Naples or Sorrento.
And if you are in Naples and
would like to go over for a day to
see what Capri is like, before
committing yourself to a longer
stay, there's also daily excur-
sion-steamer service in summer
that will allow you to spend most
of the daylight hours on Capri
and return to Naples by night-
fall.

Whether you go by hydrofoil,
ferry or steamer you will land at
Marina Grande, the principal
dock. From here a funicular
takes you up the cliffside and
deposits you at Capri’'s main
square—La Piazza Umberto Uno
or just La Piazza, as it’s usually
called. If you have hotel reserva-
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tions booked in advance, a
porter or porters from your hotel
will meet you and whisk your
luggage to the hotel by a
different route and it will be
waiting for you when you get
there.

If you don’t have hotel reser-
vations, you may stop by the
tourist office on Marina Grande
and take care of this easily.

There is also fast helicopter
service from Naples, but your
chopper will land on the other
side of the island and you’ll have
to take a taxi or bus to La Piazza.

Afternoon in La Piazza

All activity is centered in this
square, and from it radiates all
gay activity. It is the meeting-
place for gays and straights
alike, and all the Capresi gay
guys/hustlers (and remember to
think of them synonymously
these days) make the scene here
many times each day.

By comparison with the many
huge Roman public squares
which you probably know quite
well—the Piazza Navona and
Piazza di Spagna, for example—
Capri’'s town square may seem
quite small . . . almost pocket-
size. But as you will discover, its
smaller size affords a gay advan-
tage. It makes cruising easier
because it’'s more concentrated.
It's all there. You can find just
what you want because you’re in
such close touch with it (even
actual groping distance when
the square is filled). A contact is
made in the wink of an eye, and
you can whisk him off to your
nearby hotel (and you should
stay nearby), returning a short
time later for another . .. and
another.

La Piazza is most crowded
during mid- to late-afternoon
hours when everyone comes
back from tanning at Marina

Piccola and stops at one of the
coffee houses or bars, such as
the Caffe Caso or Caffe Gran or
the Bar Tiberius, for an espresso
or an aperitivo. These shops line
the square around the clock
tower and are so close together
they seem to be sharing each
other’s gaily-colored tables and
chairs . . . and customers! This

makes everything very friendly
and ‘getting to know you’.

Nightfall in La Piazza

Although there are no dis-
tinctly all-gay bars in Capri, two
mixed bars merit your attention
because they are cruised—heav-
ily at times. Moreover, because
of the wave of bisexualism that
has engulfed Europe, the term
‘mixed’ no longer connotes ‘an-
noyance' or ‘nuisance’ for quest-
ing gay guys. Thus you may find
it profitable to cruise the Amici
Bar, La Corona del Due Soldi,
and the Club No. 2, which is
opposite Capri's most elegant
and prestigious hotel—the beau-
tiful Quisisana. The Amici is
worth a visit day or night; Club
No. 2—hecause of its nightclub
identification—seems more ac-
tive later in the evening

CRUISING ELSEWHERE

During the day in summer the
beach area at Marina Piccola,
is well cruised. Some really
terrific humpy-hornies tanning
here ... and nearby is the
Bagno Americo, a public bath-
house where hustlers thrive.

Back to La Piazza. After
dinner in one of the many
colorful restaurants in and near
the square, continue to cruise
the area. Most of the older
visitors will have gone on to
something/somewhere, leaving
La Piazza to a coterie of gay guys
who cruise it until well past
midnight. Others head for the
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public john under the funicular
station . . . heavy traffic, and no
hassling. Some cruise the entire
area of Marina Grande. If you
will arrange your day to get full
measure from cruising all these
areas you won't have an idle
moment!

Hustlin’ at Bagno Americo

CAPRI’S MEAT RACK

Tiberius Caesar was not the
only royal hedonist to leave his
gay stamp on the _enchanted
island of Capri. Alfred Baron
Krupp, scion of the German
munitions family, came once to
Capri, fell in love with it at first
sight and decided to spend the
rest of his life here. Like
Tiberius, he was searching for a
place where he could indulge
himself in his own brand of
uninhibited gay sex all day, all
night and all year long. It is not
for naught that Capri’'s meat
rack flourishes along the maze-
like, hairpin-turn walkway, the
Via Krupp—named for him.

The Via Krupp is the mecca
for gay guys shopping for hust-
lers (and vice versa). Of course
from twilight onward is the time
because the Via Krupp is in
active public use during the day.
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It is at its cruisiest during the
peak season when handsome
Neapolitan boys come over to
sell what they have most of—
and they have the most! Here is
where they can display their
wares best and what a
selection!

Via Krupp

The going rate for hustlers at
this writing, taking into consid-
eration the devaluation of the
dollar and the fluctuation of
price of everything Italian, is
about $10 upwards, when two
years ago $7 was tops. But if you
figure it by that longgg Italian
inch and heartstopping ‘around-
ness’ you're getting a great
bargain. And remember: don't
feel embarrassed by having to
pay, or being asked to pay (or
being forced to pay—like S&M
forced—if sterner disciplinarian
services are desired). It's not
that these humpy gorgeezuses
are any greedier than the rest of
mankind . . . it's honestly that
they need the money for a daily
survival kit—for themselves and
their families. So be as generous
as you can and the love juice will
flow like hot lava!

For less overt cruising, the
Gardens of Augustus are not
only fruitful and beautiful by
day, but the walkways and side
streets leading to the Gardens
are busily cruised at night. Early
in the evening you'll want to
make this scene with a little less
hardnosed directness and with a
lot more sophistication because
these side streets are also tra-

versed by straight couples, and
just plain Capri citizens who like
to stroll along, savoring their
ancient beauty. Quite late in the
evening it can be a little risky. So
take care.

LA CANZONE DEL MARE

La Canzone del Mare

La Canzone del Mare is a
delightful beach resort complex
consisting principally of an ex-
cellent restaurant, a huge and
exotically contoured swimming
pool ringed by cabanas and
outdoor tiled terraces where one
may soak up the glorious Medi-
terranean sun. You'll want to
come here at least once for lunch
(at this writing only lunch was
being served—dinner and the
nightclub shows having been
temporarily discontinued). La
Canzone del Mare has an inter-
esting custom the guests
swim between courses! From
here you can see in the distance
the magnificent, ghostly pinna-
cle rocks of i Faraglioni rising
from the sea.

Mornings and early after-
noons in Capri, if you are not
drugged by the masses of bou-
gainvillea, will keep you busy
exploring this ancient island
whose beginnings were Phoeni-
cian, and then becoming—by
successive conquests—Saracen,
Greek and Roman. To see every-
thing means a visit to

ANACAPRI

The words Capri and Anacapri
are of Phoenician/Greek origin.
Capri comes from the early
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Greek kapros, and is variously
translated as ‘wild boar’ or ‘wild
horse’, while Ana is Greek for
‘up’ or ‘on top of' (think ‘anus’).
Thus Anacapri may be seen in a
kind of word picture as a man
sitting astride a wild horse, his
left foot on the stirrup that is
Marina Grande, Capri; his right
on thé stirrup that is Marina
Piccola in Anacapri. A rather
humpy picture, come to think of
it. Lots of sex symbolism.

Aside from the desire to
explore as much as possible the
mystic rocks of Faraglioni which
guard the approaches to Marina
Piccola, Anacapri is the more
noted for its famous Grotta
Azzura—the Blue Grotto, since
it is the one most publicized.
You can take a boat at Capri’s
Marina Grande and sail around
to the Blue Grotto.

But if you have a drop of
explorer’'s blood in your veins
you'll want to visit at least three
others ... the Verde, Bianca
and Rossa—the Green, White
and Red. All the grottoes were
once considered sacred by the
Greeks, who held religious ser-
vices inside. Visitors can slip
inside the Blue Grotto in a small
flat-bottomed boat through a
small surface opening, and the
only time this is possible each
day is when the tide is out. The
Blue Grotto, like all the other
grottoes, is something of an
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optical illusion. Some sixty feet
below, a bottom of sand and
white stone reflects sunlight into
the cave. The clear, deep water
filters the rays, absorbing all but
the blue in the spectrum, bring-
ing to the inside of the grotto the
same brilliant hue as the blue
Mediterranean outside . . . the
feeling one has if of a total
unearthliness. Few people have
words at this time, their voices
are hushed in reverence before
this spectacular occurrence of
nature that they cannot compre-
hend. The same holds true for
the other grottoes. The indi-
vidually unique color of each,
white, red and green, is, in each
case, the result of refraction of

light on the color of the stone
along the grotto.

Capri Beckons You

WHERE TO STAY

As we mentioned earlier, if
you expect to be sexually quite
active you should arrange for a
hotel near La Piazza. The Qui-
sisana is the most famous and,
with the new and very posh
Punta Tragara, the most expen-
sive. The view across the water
from the verandah of the Quisi-
sana is incomparable. Both the
Quisisana and the Punta Tregara
are close by the square. Also in
this area, known as Via Tregara,
and to which entrance is only by
foot, are the Scalanitella, La
Pineta, the Villa Krupp and A
Pazziella. All are expensive to
moderately so. Figure $30 to $25
per day, single.

Also in the central area, and
recently refurbished, is the Ti-
berio Palace (not quite as expe-
sive) . . . the very small (just 48
rooms, all with bath or shower)
Regina Cristina and her pleasant
next-door neighbor, La Resi-
denza, with an annex called,
romantically, La Romantica.

Elsewhere, but quite moder-
ate, are the Vittorio Pagano, an
unpretentious, 63-room hotel,
half of the rooms with bath . . .
and La Floridiana, on the Via
Campo di Teste. This popular
hotel is delightfully situated in a
garden terrace overlooking the
sea. There are many pensioni in
the central area but trick-traffic
is not sanctioned. You'll have to
take him somewhere else.

Finally, if you would like to
stay in Anacapri and be near the
cruise 'n tan beach area at
Marina Piccola and come in
to Capri only occasionally, the
Europa Palace is plastic ‘mo-
derne’' . . . the Caesar Augustus
(1,000 feet above the sea) is
‘middling’ for all its spectacular
view ... and at water level,
hard by the Marina Piccola is the
Pensione Vienna Zipser—a very
clean, really delightful place to
stay.

But wherever you are on the
Isola di Capri the place will
haunt you. On this enchanted
rock is where la dolce far niente
(the sweet, do-nothing) lifestyle
had its beginning. Its siren song
will bring you back again and
again.
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Canary Islands

‘Cheeping’ Sounds
Of Gay Life

On his annual forage for
vacation sex the gay-island de-
votee will wusually stalk the
Caribbean, if in winter
gobbling up the ‘brownies’ until
his boss blows the work-whistle.
But in summer, after allowing
for several precious mustn't-
miss weekends at Fire Island
and/or Provincetown, so many
do their island-hopping in Eu-
rope ... Sylt Island (also gay
Gotland for at least a couple of
days if one makes it northward
to Sylt), Ibiza, Capri, Mykonos
and perhaps the islands/inlets
along the Dalmatian Coast of
Yugoslavia with their unbelieva-
ble nude beaches

Rarely, however, while whir-
ring aloft from island to island,
has any gay guy pulled the
ripcord and floated down to the
Canary Islands and, until now,
perhaps with good reason. By no
means can these islands be
considered wildly gay ... not
even just a little daffily so.
Certainly not to the degree that
one might purposely earmark
the Canaries as here's-where-
it's-at. Yet there is an excited
twittering of gay life on Gran
Canaria and Tenerife, and gay
guys, ever alert to new promise,
have begun to hear the ‘cheeps’.

Because the Canaries have
been so little publicized (as any
kind of resort lure), it is under-
standable that, if and when they
are mentioned, one tends to
identify them vaguely as the
“*Oh, Yes, Where Are They,
Now?'' or the ‘Eeny-Meeny-
Miny-Mo' Islands, lying still
more vaguely somewhere off the
Costa Brava or the Costa del Sol,
or existing as first-cousin islands
to the Balearics—Mallorca and
Ibiza. When a glance at the map
does not show them anywhere in
this area it comes as a surprise
in walking down the map with
one’s fingers to find them far,
far away lying 650 miles
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south of the tip-end of Spain, or
about equidistantly comparable
to St. Louis from Minneapolis,
or, gayly, farther than P’'town is
from Fire Island.

Except for language and reli-
gion the Canary Islands are
actually more related to North
Africa than to Spain. In fact,
they are only 67 miles from
Morocco, so if you have in mind
doing the Tangier/Casablanca/

Marrakesh gay orbit you might
extend your coverage to include
Gran Canaria and/or Tenerife,
currently the two islands of the
Canaries that are interesting
from a gay point of view.

THE ATLANTIS LEGEND

Legend has it that the Canary
Islands are really the peaks of
the highest mountains of the lost
continent of Atlantis. So if you
expect them to be just some
verdant little pea-patches of
pachouly and pomegranates
within easy diving distance of
the sea, you're in for a big
surprise.

They absolutely tower .
rising steeply from the Mediter-
ranean to the 12,500-foot sum-
mit of the volcanic mountain
peak El Teide, and they are so
varied in geographic character
that on Gran Canaria and Tener-
ife, for example, one can pass,
within Cineramatic minutes—
and within just a few miles—
from tropical rain forests, to the
volcanic ‘‘petrified forest,”’ to
lush plantations of bananas,
through New England pines, to
eternaily snow-clad Alpine-like
peaks where Edelweiss blooms!
It’s an unbelievably kaleidoscop-
ic panorama, and such is the
overall power of its visual effect
that the higher one looks toward
El Teide the more one has the
sensation of soaring!

Seven islands form this archi-
pelago, and all are of volcanic
origin. Although, as noted, the
best-known are Gran Canaria
and Tenerife, coming up are La
Palma and Lanzarote, while the
islands of Hierro, Fuertaventura
and Gomera are relatively un-
known to visitors. The Romans
and Phoenicians called them the
““Fortunate Isles'’ because ex-
treme heat or cold are unknown

here. In winter the temperature
never drops below 65—in sum-
mer it rarely climbs above 80.

The islands remained in a
primitive state—simply as ves-
tiges of the continent Atlantis,
which had presumably fallen to
the bottom of the sea—and lay
forgotten until the end of the
fifteenth century when Spain
claimed them. They are related
to our own history, and to that of
Mexico and Great Britain, be-
cause it was from here that
Cortez and Columbus sailed off
for the New World; and it was at
Santa Cruz de Tenerife that Lord
Nelson suffered his only defeat,
also losing his right arm in the
sea battle off the coast.

GRAN CANARIA

Las Palmas (not to be con-
fused with the island of La
Palma, nor Palma de Mallorca)
is the capital of Gran Canaria.
Do not think of Las Palmas as
some little island government
headquarters, however. It has a
year-round native population of
nearly 200,000, so think of it as
being as large, say, as Atlantic
City. Gay people should think of
it as a ‘two-part’ island—the
gayer part, Maspalomas, being
35 miles from the general, or
‘straight’ area. We’ll describe
Maspalomas in more detail, but
a few comments on the principal
convocation area of everyone on
the island may be of interest.

Legendary Canary Balconies

The main ‘everybody’ area is
the Calle Triana, full of beautiful
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shops, excellent restaurants and
humpy ‘Canaries’ who are far
handsomer than their counter-
parts in Madrid because of the
exotic admixture of North Afri-
can/Moorish blood. The city of
Las Palmas spreads along 6
miles of coastline, and has two
beaches with white sand—Las
Canteras, which is protected
from the breakers by a natural
reef 200 yards out; and Las
Alcaravaneras, on the opposite
side, facing the harbor. Both are

excellent swimming beaches and
giffer from other Canary Island
beaches which are greyish-black
sand, due to their volcanic
origin.

Las Palmas has excellent
notels: the Reina Isabel, super
geluxe, on the beach, with
restaurant, bar (often cruisy),
and rooftop pool. Rates—about
$18 single/$32 double. Rated
superior is the Hotel Santa Cata-
lina, also with pool and sports
{tennis) facilities. Somewhat less
expensive at about $16 single/
$28 double. Rated medium in
price is the popular Las Palmas
Palace. Pool/bowling. Figure
$14 single/$24 double. There
are some new paradores (coun-
try-style inns or tourist hotels)
being built by the Spanish
government. One of 750 rooms is
on Tenerife. Much less expen-
sive than even the medium-
priced hotels.

Las Palmas has its share of
outside  activities—bullfights,
movies, sports events. Alsoit's a
Free Port, and so you might
delay buying that new Swiss
watch until you get here—you’ll
pay about half what it would cost
in Zurich or Madrid! And from
the center of town there are
many excursions to other areas
of Las Palmas and Gran Canaria.
You'll want to see what is
perhaps the most interesting
part of Las Palmas, artistically
speaking . . . the native quarter.
This includes the sixteenth-cen-
tury Cathedral, the Saint An-
thony Chapel, the Columbus
House and the Canary Village.

From midtown Las Palmas,
excursions take you to neighbor-
ing towns, all with their own
interesting history. Boat excur-
sions to the lesser-known islands
CIAO!

—particularly the volcanic island
of Lanzerote—are popular. And
an especially rewarding excur-
sion is to La Montana del Fuego
(The Mountain of Fire) where
camera buffs will be breathtak-
ingly delighted with the view of
more than 300 volcanic cones
which will give you an idea of
how the Canaries originated a
million years ago—perhaps as
the continent of Atlantis. Be-
cause there is such scenic vari-
ety in these islands you’ll find
that this alone makes it worth a
visit—and a stay.

THE GAYER PICTURE
OF GRAN CANARIA

Maspalomas. This is the gay
where it's at’ of Las Palmas.
Maspalomas is a beach on the
other side of Gran Canaria—35
miles from Las Palmas, or about
a 1%-hour ride via the Pirata
minibus, which you pick up at
various times of the morning
from the middle of Las Palmas
(Calle Triana). Here's how you
reach the nude beach area
where, of course, the action is:
When you arrive at the sea, at
the lighthouse, leave the bus,
turn left and walk along the
stretch of beach until you come
to a tributary stream flowingsinto
the sea. At this point, turn
inward at an angle (of about 45
degrees, say) and walk straight
to the dunes. This will take you
about thirty minutes. This dune
area is dense in spots with
vegetation, and everywhere
along here there is nude sun-
bathing (illegal, of course, but
all the more delicious because of
it...and don't be surprised if,
in the middle of heavy action,
you look up and see policemen
on camel patrol in the sandy
distance!). Camels? Yes; think
Sahara, rather than Spain . ..
Spanish Sahara is a hop-skip-
and-jump away. Also keep your
eye peeled for a peeking helicop-
ter. The police check up that
way, too. A blend of ancient and
modern.

There is an alternate way of
reaching the Maspalomas Meat
Rack, as it's called. And that is
by taxi or car. Drive to the
Sahara Beach Club and then
alight and just ‘descend’ into the

dunes. A far shorter way. Oddly,
this is the only place we know
of where one can simply hail a
cab, pay the driver, and get right
on down to sucking. (Thanks,
Keith, for checking this out!)

By the way, if you'd like to
stay in a hotel near the Maspa-
lomas Meat Rack, the Oasis
Hotel is in the same area as the
lighthouse. Tres swank.

Back in Las Palmas in the
evening you can usually find
action in the back rows and john
of the Cinema Pabellon Recrea-
tivo. This is in the central area of
town, on the Calle Perdomo, off
the busy Calle Triana.

For outside cruising, especial-
ly at night (but to some extent
during the day), you'll find the
Parque de Santa Catalina to be
interestingly alive; also the
Playa Las Canteras (Las Can-
teras Beach) in the approximate
area between the Hotel Cristina
and the Clock.

There is a new disco that has
gay possibilities you might care
to investigate. It's the Disco Bar
Tasca in the shopping center
(Centro Comercial Aguila Roja).
The management claims it has
the best music on the beach.
Open at 5 p.m. and swings until
2 a.m.

The 50-50 Club is gay-ish. Go
late. It's at Calle Emilio Zoa 20.

Maspalomas Meat Rack

TENERIFE
An excursion to this fabled
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island should be a definite must
on your itinerary of the Cana-
ries. Not so much because it is
gay (it's not . . . certainly not to
the extent Las Palmas is). But
Santa Cruz, the capital of Tener-
ife, is so theatrically beautiful
and has so much of artistic merit
to offer, it should certainly be
worth a one-day visit. In Puerto
de la Cruz there are two mixed
bars—Chez Dominique, and the
Tabasco. And the only outside
cruising area of interest is the
wall around the churchyard.

But Tenerife is impressive as
an island of desolate splendor—
an archeologist's paradise, with
its countryside scarred by the
black rivers of calcined lava
rock, remaining from El Teide’'s
last eruption. The favorite excur-
sion on Tenerife is from Santa
Cruz, through La Laguna, the
island’'s oldest city, to Orotava,
and finally to that mountain
masterpiece, Teide herself. She
soars more than 12,500 feet into
the infinite, and is snowcapped
the year around. The Spanish
government has wisely built a
parador here, and you'll find it a
marvelous place to stay for a day
and relax in the midst of the
majesty of this great mountain.
Life seems suspended in time,
and you'll find Teide, and Ten-
erife, a calm oasis in the midst of
your hectic European vacation.

It will make you so glad you
came.

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Mykonos

Small—But Gayer
Than You Think

Mykonos is the delight of gay
people who know it well, and yet
it is the despair of gay guidebook
editors . . . a paradox that needs
explaining. The island—surely
the most charming of the Aege-
an group—is relatively small,
yet with the exception of Athens
there is more activity crammed
into it than one will find in any
other place in Greece. On the
other hand, because gay life on
Mykonos is more subtle than
solid it is difficult for the
guidebook editor to ‘tic-tac-toe’
it into such familiar categories as
bars/clubs/johns/cruising pla-
ces. Mykonos is mood, and when
one perceives it as such then all
the gay pieces fall into place,
and what was a disjointed puzzle
becomes a clear and colorful
picture.

For example, how can any
guidebook editor, within the
limitations of his usual symbol-
shorthand, tell his readers ttrat
the ancient, gently-curving wall
separating the esplanade of the
town of Mykonos from the Bay of
Turlo must have been built with
gay people in mind? The canny
planners made it low enough to
sit on and eye-cruise the entire
promenade, or—to put it an-
other .way—they made it just
cock-high so that when gay guys
are out in force, lining the wall
and facing the bay, it's easy to
press what you’ve got up against
the wall and let it all hang over,
so that although veiled in denim
you can let 'em see the shape of
things to come.

Eyes volley right and left—as
if following champion tennis
players in action—and you may
have the odd impression that it’s
much like coming into a twenty-
urinal john and finding every
space taken, with the usual
right-to-left-and-back-again in-
spection taking place. The odd
charm of this wall is that
because it is curved it puts all

the baskets into focus. And
another plus is that during the
meltemi—the north wind—very
strong gusts send everyone scur-
rying for shelter nearby (and
these gusts seem to come as if in
answer to a gay guy’s prayer to
Dionysus!). One grabs another
a handy location for ‘support’,
or to keep another from falling
and bruising it, and straight-
away you have a conversation
piece. No need for cruising ploys
. . . Dionysus has taken care of
all that!

Turn away from the bay view
and you’'re looking right into the
principal cruising area of the
town of Mykonos ... all the
cafes, bars and the more conven-
tional haunts of gay perceivers
are to be found here ... few
though such places are. The
Nine Muses, a nightclub/disco
is the most comfortable niche for
gay guys. But it's not all-gay

. like any bar in any small
European town it gets a spillage
of lesbians and some bisexuals,
and those determined ‘with-its’
who feel happier voyeuring gay
groups. As a veteran European
traveler, hoswever, in view of
the current bisexual movement
one notes everywhere, you will
expect this and not be annoyed

by it. Also cruise Piero’s Bar.
Mostly gay at most times, it is
still often a mixed bag. Youll
soon learn when the shifts occur.
Also let your eyes rove among
the many interesting possibili-
ties along the sidewalk cafes. Or
stop in and have a coffee and be
one of the cruised.

Another well-cruised area is
around the Paraportiani, the
““*Church Beyond the Walls,”" a
Byzantine pyramid-shaped clus-
ter of family Greek Orthodox
chapels that looks like a setting
for Alice in Ice-creamland. By
the way, this area is eerily
beautiful at night when the
moon shines down and turns it
all into rising soap bubbles. The
witching hour is 11 p.m. That's
when all the gay gods have come
back frem tanning the bod at the
beach. Then they're out in force,
looking for action.

But that beach! Its Christian
name is Platis Gialos—the area
adjacent to it—but it's better
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known as Super Paradise or, as
the Greeks call it, Super Para-
disos Beach. The nude area is
becoming more so with each
passing, liberated year. To get
there you take a bus to Platis
Gialos, then walk left (facing the
water) and continue to a bay.
Sex activity flourishes in the
busy areas on the hillside . . . on
the rocky side—not on the dunes
proper. Also, wherever you see
the windmills of Mykonos (and
you'll see a lot of them) you will
generally find gay guys darting
in and out, playing a kind of
sexual hide-and-seek. Happily
there's more seeking than hid-
ing.

If you expect to spend more
than one day on Mykonos, re-
serve a day for a trip to the
phallic island of Delos, just five
miles away. There are frequent
round-trip launches to Delos.
Gay guys call it Big Cock Island
because wherever one looks
there are giant phalluses and
testicles carved from stone, com-
memorating the glory of sex as it
was shared by Dionysus, who
reigned here, and his gay lovers
of ancient Greece.

Here is where love reigned
. .. here is where the orgy was
invented . . . here gay sex life
was lived to the fullest. And so
that sadness should not attend
the pursuit of gay pleasure,
Dionysus forbade that anyone
should die or be buried on the
island. The unfortunate vitim in
extremis was removed to Rhinia,
an island just a few yards away.
Nor were children permitted to
be born on Delos. At the first
pangs of childbirth a woman was
considered unclean, and was
also removed to Rhinia, never to
return. Her child stayed with her
until he reached puberty, and
then was returned to Delos to
join in the gay fun and games.
The older Dionysus grew, and
the higher he flung, the more he
liked chicken, and these stone
phalluses are his tribute to the
horniness of teen-age youth.

Everything about Mykonos is
white and blue—the colors of the
Greek flag. The houses are
whitewashed and are sprawled
along a maze of winding streets.
The Aegean is so blue the sun
CIAO!

reflects it on the white houses
and turns them blue. It is a
fascinating island to explore.
One of the odd things about it is
that the entire island, although
having but 10,000 population,
has 365 churches, or, as the
saying goes, ‘‘one for every day
of the year.”’

It also has a mascot you'll see
frequently on the esplanade. He
is Peter Pelican, a pampered
bird who is credited with making
Mykonos a tourist success. He is
probably the largest pelican
you'll ever see, and this is
because he is petted and fed all
day long by everyone along the
esplanade. It was not of him the
poet wrote . . .

“‘Lo, the pelican,

His mouth holds more than his
belly can!™’

Mykonos is a short plane or
chopper ride (40 minutes) from
Athens, or a four-hour trip by
boat from Piraeus. There are
good hotels here. Among them
are the Leto (named for the
mother of Apollo) on the sea
front, with lovely gardens and
flowered terraces. The Xenia,
also lovely, on a promontory
overlooking the town. The most
elegant is the Aphrodite whigh is
eight miles from the harbor, but
free transportation is provided.
The Aphrodite has 130 bunga-
lows, a nightclub, a taverna, and
an open-air cinema. The Leto
and Xenia are much smaller. In
any case if you wish to stay for
more than a day, arrange with
your travel agent for definite
reservations. This, especially,
since the Greeks are not as
friendly with Americans as they
once were. This, however, does
not cloud the sky in Mykonos
where everyone is so filled with
the joy of just being alive in such
a beautiful place they haven't
time to harbor dislike of any-
thing or anyone.

Mykonos is a wonderful place
to include as part of your
vacation in Greece and/or Asia
Minor. And it's a wonderful
place to spend vyour entire
vacation. As we noted, Mykonos
is mood . .. maybe your mood
. . . the one place where all the
gay pieces fall beautifully into
place.
