“that weekend” that they don't remember. Or
maybe they do remember, and it was a hot,
two day buffet of crystal, X, K and S-E-X.
And it all was so perfect and euphoric and
sexy... until they got their test results.

Isn’t there a way to have it all? Wouldn't it be
great to make choices without risk or guilt?

AID Atlanta's new project, P.A.R.T.Y. (Partying,
AIDS, Risk, Treatment & You) tries to help us
Understand the link between partying and
gefting HIV. The program also details how to
be safer, including the danger of mixing drugs
with each other (or with HIV medications) as
well as possible HIV risks.

It isn't true that substance use automatically
leads to HIV infection. The drugs themselves
are not the reason men get infected; they get
infected because of the choices they make, not
the drugs they take. Plenty of men manage to
party all night, have a great time, and then go
home and crash with their lover... or leave with
friends and go home to have safer sex.

It is possible to both party and act responsibly.
Doing drugs does not release us from an
obligation fo protect ourselves and others.
It can be done.

The biggest practical problem with substance
use is remembering to use a condom and
using it properly. Face it, when you're high it's
hard to keep a woody long enough to slip one
on. You have that problem? Talk to your doctor.
Chances are your doc would rather prescribe
Vliagra, so that you can use a condom
effectively, than have to prescribe thirty pills a
day because you got infected.

AID Atianta has produced a brochure about

party drugs, their effects, the dangers of mix-
ing them, and which ones are most dangerous
if you are on HIV medications. You can get a

dowella@aidatianta.org. While you're at it,
ask about Slipping & Sliding, a sexy six-week
program that bring a dozen men together to
talk about sex, drugs, men and intimacy.

160. Then 160 x 80% = 128. So
you want to perform an exercise
that keeps your pulse around 128.

Your target heart rate is the “zone”
you might have heard about for
efficient fat burning and cardiovas-
cular endurance training. If you
are not fit yet try at 70% of your
max. heart rate. If you do aerobic
classes or you feel in good shape
stay around 85 %.

HOW LONG you do a cardiovascu-
lar exercise is determined by what
type it is. For example a more
moderate one like cross country
skiing (which numerous machines
try to duplicate) might only take 12
-15 minutes for a good workout.
But the stairclimber or recumbent
bike which is too difficult for out of
condition individuals might take 20
-25 minutes. Remember you want
to perform the exercise, get into
your zone or THR, but not be gasp-
ing for air. Otherwise you are just
burning sugar which is your emer-
gency energy supply.

An easy way to illustrate the izonei
is that you burn up about the same
amount of calories running one
mile vs. fast walking one mile. And
the person that was fast walking
probably could go a second mile
too. So when you get on the life-
cycle tomorrow or the treadmill put
it at a level that keeps you in your
zone. Going at level 5 for 10 min-
utes warms your body up, lubri-
cates the joints and increases your
pulse but it is not an aerobic work-
out. Try level 2 or 3 for 25 minutes
and burn some fat while your at it,
Next time you roller blade, jog,
swim, etc. keep this zone in mind.
Slow down or speed up as needed.

HOW OFTEN is important too. Once a week will not cut
it. You must do your cardio 3 - 4 times per week.
Otherwise you are stressing your heart each time and
not really reaping the benefits. But remember one day
can be a fast walk through Piedmont, the next time a
walk around the block, the next time the treadmill and so
on. It doesn’t mean going to the gym each time and get-
ting on the machines.

CROSS-TRAINING is a great idea. This just means per-
forming your exercises in a different way. If you are a
aym rat donit climb up on the stairclimber each time for
cardio. Use different machines or do 10 minutes on one
cardio machine, 10 minutes on another and 5 or 10 on
another.

Your body can adapt to the same machine 2 - 3 times a
week. Have you ever seen an overweight person who is
regularly in your aerobic class? I've seen instructors
who either need to lay off the special sauce at Mickey D's
or start teaching different types of classes because their
bodies have adapted to their exercise regimen.

Here are a few other suggestions to get a little exira
out of your cardio time:

Stairmaster- try changing your toe placement every five
minutes to work the legs and butt differently (toes in,
toes straight ahead, toes outward). Also place your
hands on your hips to avoid leaning on the machine.
This will help you to get a better butt workout.

Recumbent bike- this Is the best machine for rounding
out the butt and getting a good pump to the quadriceps
of the upper legs. Change the placement of your foot
every five minutes by pushing with your toe pad then
your arch area and then your heel pad area.

Treadmill- placing your running surface on a 10% incline
(most machines will do this) will help you to achieve
burning 30% more calories while doing this exercise.

Magazines, books. or music- if you have trouble going
the length of time you should these will really help you
to get there by getting your mind off the exercise.

Again, the best cardiovascular exercise is the one you
will do regularly. If you don’t enjoy it or you dread doing
it each time you will eventually find an excuse not to do
it. So cross-train to keep from getting bored, stay in your
zone and you will enjoy a longer life.

atlanta into a frenzy

Spring is around the corner, gyms are packed with
enough eye candy to give Willie Wonka a wet
dream. The boys are burning a Spring fever tem-
perature in anticipation of Atlanta's long party-filled
weekends that have placed our city on the “A” list
of circuit music stardom.

Still today, the staff at E.D.'s can't
keep the CD in stock and told Atlanta’s DJ, “you don't
know what you've started.”

Craig's deejay career began a long time ago in Long
Beach California back in 1986 at Ripples. He originally
auditioned for the Monday and Tuesday night slot, but a
week later was their head DJ drawing their Friday,
Saturday and Sunday T-dance crowds. Later, he moved
to L.A.’s premier club Studio One at the time, now called
Axis and then commuted to San Diego to wind up club
WCPC on Saturday nights. His night spinning stints
produce an aerial uplifting experience that, believe it or
not, parallels his career as an aerospace engineer at
Lockheed Martin. That is what brought him to Atlanta
after being at McDonnell Douglas for 6 years in Long
Beach California.

Craig got his inspiration from DJs, remixers and pro-
ducer superstars Jr. Vasquez and
