Reuben Book

Amsterdam, Netherlands—The Central
Commliitee of the Dutch Soclety of Ho-
mosexuals (COC) lodged a complaint
with the Public Prosscutor at Utrecht last
January against the book Everything You
Always Wanted To Know About Sex But
Were Afraid To Ask, The COC thought
that this book, by the American author
Dr. David Reuben, conlained insulting
and degrading passages about homosex-
uality.

The Committee was particularly con-
cerned about the fact that homosexuals
were, according to Heuben, not capable
of a lover relationship and furthermore
that they were interested in sex exclusive-
Iy, The book has been translated inkto sev-
eral languages and is a bestseller in almost
every country. The Proseculor, Mr. Jus
tice W.H. Overbeck, decided on the 26th
of July 1971 to dismiss the complaint. In
the Prosecutor's opinion, the book In
guestion was very shallow, insignificant
and blgoted and he regretted that such
writings appeared on the markel. Espe-
cially that which had been said about ho-
mosexuality could, so it seemed to him,
not stand the test of criticism. According
to the Prosecutor these remarks were
based on American assertions but he fully
understood that the Dukch homossxuals
were grievously affected by them.

However, the Prosecutor would judge
it scarcely fortunate if Holland, with its

traditional conceptions aboul fresdom of
press, were Lo become the only country
where an sction was brought against the
boaok.

In the meantime the Central Commit-
tee of the COC and the management of
the publishing company had been in
touch with one another in preparation of
a discussion which took place on the 12th
of August 1971, During this discusslon
the management of the publishing com-
pany gave it as their view that they, re-
gardless of any possible decision of the
court, had realized that they had pre-
viously decided too hastily and therefore
too carelessly upon the translation of the
American “sexseller.”

In regard to the objectionable chap-
ters, no difference of opinion existed be-
tween the COC and Bruna, The publish-
ing company Lherefore refrains from fur.
ther distribution of the book.

In Holland, where the integration of
the homosexuals ks gradually proceding,
this offensive book will not be on sake In
the mother tongue any longer.

Conrad Balfour Banned
By Prison Warden

Minneapolis, Minn.—Conrad Balfour, the
black leader who has gone to bat for gay
rights many times, has done so again—and
gotten himself banned a= a visitor to a
federal prison in Minnesoia as a resull.

Warden Loren Daggett said Balfour's
public remarks about his sex life wers the
reason for the ban, since a warden has to
shield his inmates from people who
“would not be a good influence.™

Balfour, a black who was Minnesota
eommizioner of human rights and iz now
executive director of the Minneapolis Ur-
ban Coalition, made the coniroverslal re-
marks nt a gy-rights rally at the Univer-
dty of Minnesota October 26. He said:

“Last night T had a beautiful experi-
ence. [ had an ‘unnatural’ sex act. And it
was with & white woman, which made it
all the more unnatural.”™

Balfour, whose wile is white, then told
the crowd of 500 to 1,000 students:

“I've committed & felony. I'm break-
ing the law. I don’t think anyone should
control what 1 do within the confines of
my own bedroom. "

Balfour's remarks were quoted in the
Minnesola Deily, the student newspaper,
along with comments from other speak-
erg—straight and gay—who were joining
the protest of the university Board of Re-
genis' decision not Lo hine gay activist J.
Michael MeConnell, The students elected
MeConnell's lover, Jack Baker, student
body president, but that wasn't enough

for the 8th U.8. Circuit Court of Appeals
in 8t. Louis, which ruled October 18 that
since MeConnell took “an activist role in
implementing his unconventional bdeas
concerning the sochetal status to be sc-
corded homosexuals and thereby Lo foist
tacit approval of this socially repugnant
concept upon his employer."

Straight activists have been more
prominent in protesting that decision
than anyone else, and the Minnesota Civil
Liberties Union has petitioned the court
for a rehearing, the first step Lo an appeal
to the U.S. Supreme Court.

But somebody sent a copy of the cam-
pus newspaper article to Warden Dapgett
at the prison in Sandstone, Minn., 90
miles from Minneapolis, and Balfour
found himself banned as a result.

“We don't open the prison up to every
freak in the country,” said the warden in
his Arkansas iwang. “As warden | am al-
lowed to ban anyone who is 8 nuisance in
the community or would not be a good
influence on the prisoners.”™

Balfour has been viziting the prison
once or (wice a month for nearly two

cal cogenizstions and loser's lounges that
make p the “homophile mevement.”

This exghth edition of the Guild Guide
i the larpest (more that 200 pages) and
masl accurite paide of it kind in ihe
world, [ts twenty imitstors sne all cribbed
from the Guild Guide, the daddy of them
all. Nene of the olbers comes chose 1o
mabchung |1 in nitrsctiveness of formasi oo
completeness and accurscy of ihe listings.

Thas year fior the first time the publigh-
&t have abandoned the old stapled-down-
the-middle magazine-bike formal The
1972 edition & a micely-bound paperback
ook with o few iheirations (incuding a
beamtilil fall-colar cover Hlustration ) and
3 more pages of listings then last year's
editinn,

The faults of the baok are those which
offlict ol of the gay guide books. Places
wre lvied which no loeger exist; partial
ind sometames incorrec! sddresses creep
in, ard some places are listed aa being gay
spals oven though the visitod linds them
amryihing bul.

The publisher s not always to blame
for such errom. The gay woald i fexible
ani places do apen and close quickly. MNo-
by could possibly dheck out all of the
thousends of places lvied 1o verify their
payness of theis sddiewes. The publisher
relies on you and me bo send m changes,
sdditbons, and corrections, and sometimes
st information i bad.
