Consciousness-raising groups have been
important in the Women's Liberation
Movement and, to a lesser extent, in the
Gay Liberation Movement. I'm a gay
psychotherapist employing, among other
techniques, gay male encounter groups in'
which consciousness-ralsing plays a signif-
jeant part.

Within both these movements, CR has
been used primarily as a means of raising
the level of awareness of women and gay
peaple to the existence and degree of oul-
side oppression, from men and “straight™
society respectively. Most of you, as
paychotherapists, understand that this is a
vital task. But an even imore significant
work needs to be done to raise the aware-
nezs within these minorities of infernal
oppresion—how wdmen, for instance, In-
ternalize the male chauvinist values of
this society, aceept their inferior worth,
and how this internalized inferiority af-
fiscts thelr relationships with other women,

Even more so, there is a crying need
for an appropriate use of CR in the Gay

New
Brooklyn
Group Draws
Large Crowds

BY JOHN F, LeROY

Brooklyn, N.Y.—The Gay Alliance of
Brooklyn (G.A.B.), formed less than six
months ago, has elected officers and =
holding regular meetings each Tuesday
night at the Spencer Memorial Church at
99 Clinton Street in Brooklyn. The newly
elected officers are Jerry Hoppe, Presi-
dent, Shelley Goldstein, Vice President,
Paul Stack, Secretary and Arnie Mandle-
baum, Treasurer.

Lest October Kevin Gillesple, Nath
Rockhill and Jim Jarman, then members
of the G.A.A. Community Relations Com-
mittee, noticing the overflow crowds at
the Firehouse, decided to organize gay ac-
tivist groups at other points in New York
City, partly to relieve the load of G.AA.,
and partly to involve a larger portion of
New York's eslimated gay population of
800,000 in gay rights. Brooklyn Heights
was a favored lerritory. Groups got to-
gether, leafletted the subway stations, the
sireels and the gay bars in the area. Ads
were placed in the local papers, announe-
ing & meeting, and a word-of-mouth cam-
paign was initiated,

The response was overwhelming. Over
200 people showed up for the orientation
meeting that took place on October 11 at
the Spencer Memorial Church; about a
third of the audience was female. A loase-
ly defined structure was agreed upon pro-
viding for a governing board, delegates at -
large and standing committees. The or-
ganization became an independent auton-
omous group, not just another chapter
of G.AA Nevartheless, a lason was
maintained with the Manhattan activists.

At each of the Tuesday night meetings
that followed, a different person acted as
chairman and, by & general consensus,
committees were formed. To date, politi-
cal, community relations, legal, social,
dance, newsletter, structure and arts and

crafts committees have been functioning.
An active votlng membership of 125 has
been enrolled, and every two weeks disco-
theque dances with up to 500 attending

Liberation Movement to ralse the aware-
nest of how gay people oppress each
other and themselves. The level of oppres-
sion of one gay person by other gay peo-
ple far exceeds what he or she may ex-
perience as oppression by “straight™ soci-
ety, especially in a cosmopolitan setting
like this. But most gny people don't even
recognize this oppression.

As & gay male, one of my most diffi-
cult struggles has been coming to regard
gay people as worth my time, and coming
to regard myself as worth my time. This
i a battle | have not yet completely won,
Your work with gay clients will enable
you to project how [ do far more damage
to mysell beesuse of the internalized
social taboo, guilt, and shame within me

than any “straight” person has ever
dreamed of doing to me. And even the
thought of & gang of “straight™ toughs
beating me up on the street is less terrify-
ing to me than the special kind of rejec-
tion [ sometimes experience from my gay
brothers. This rejection is less painful
when it is real than when it Iz a cover-up
for my gay friend’'s own mejection of his
feelings towards another man. [ get ex-
cluded because of his guilt! This shame
allows many gay people to meet only in
an atmosphere which matches externally
the oppression they exercise within them-
wlves
