The Circle of Friends in-
forms wus that travel ex-
penses and meals will have
to be handled by each ind-
ividual, but that they will
find sleeping accomodations
for all those who wish to
participate.

Nat-
urally, the picnic as well
as the parade is open to
the entire gay community.

Dear Billy,

Your question is well taken, and of course,
it is very difficult to explain, but in the bu-
siness of adult magazines there have come about
many very expensive legal problems throughout
the past seven or eight years that magazines of
this nature have been available to the commen
market. The adult bookstores who jack the pri-
ces up are simply trying to get rich off what
they consider a "fast money-making scheme."

This is not quite always the case. The legal-
ities which are on our side, and the decisions
that we have in the Supreme Courts allow our
magazine to be mailed through the mail or to be
sold at any store as long as we are not using
what the U.S. Supreme Court defines as '"porno-
graphy''. We here at Gayboy keep our magazine in
good taste and certainly do not deal in what is
called "pornographic literature'", The determi-
nation, of course, must be by the rules and reg-
ulations set down by the U.S5. Supreme Court.

The cost, even as it is right now, from the pub-
lishers ourselves, at $3 is not really too much
to pay for this type of magazine ; simply be-
cause if you went down to buy a 50¢ magazine at
the newsstand, in most cases, it's a magazine
that is being printed in quantities of 250,000
to 1,000,000, With our magazine, we have to

hit a very small percentage of the population,
and we must do it through the mails and what

are still the adult bookstores. Which means,

of course, that our circulation and the number
of copies that we are able to print are so ex-
pensive , and the necessity of having to have
this price is very simple to explain. If you're
printing 10,000, 20,000, or 50,000, your price
is still the same. Your price break does not
come until you hit a quarter of a million cop-
ies, and we're still a long way from that. We
do hope in the future that we can compete with
other companies on the same level and still keep
the same quality in our.magazine.

I am 19 years old, and I live in a very
small town in Ohio. If anybody in the town
were to find out I was gay, I would number one,
be fired from my job, number two, unable to
remain in my home town, and number three, most
of all, disowned by my family. What can I do
to help my own situation without exposing my-
self?

Dear Johnny,

We know this situation exists in
more than just your community, it exists
in every small town throughout the United
States. There are not too many places in
our country other than the big cities
where gay life is really accepted as a
normal way of life, and where business ac-
cepts the gay community in its business
as an employee. At this time in our crazy
age, the only thing we here at Gayboy can
advise you is, if you want to live as a
gay person, in this age, you must do it
on the level where gay life is accepted.
In other words, get out of your small
town and move to the big city, where you
can live the kind of life you want to live.
If this is impossible, then you are go-
ing to be in for some tough years ahead,
until gay people are accepted nation-
wide, just as the Italians, the Jews, the
Catholiecs, and the many, many religions,
races, and creeds who have had teo fight
as a minority group to be accepted. This
holds very true with the homophile comm-
unity.

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Night life, gay life, all around the town.
Any town, any place, we have got gay life.
That's about the whole story in a nutshell,
because no matter where you go, throughout
the United States or the world today, there
is plenty of gay life and gay times for ev-
erybody.

Night life in Los Angeles changes very
little from day to day. Many of the same
old spots never change, except for the pos-
sibility of some new ones popping up, mostly
in the valley. The same old entertainment
spots are still there. The good spots, like
at Sunset Beach, just below Long Beach you'll
always find, in the summertime especially.
And on weekends, The Stables is probably the
hottest spot along the coast. When I say
hot, I mean hot! That means not weatherwise,
there are lots of groovy bods at the Stables.
That's at Sunset Beach, California, by the
way.

Going on up the coast, you are still go-
ing to find problems if you go near Santa
Barbara Beach, this summer. Last summer,
everybody had quite a wild time, as they
had nude swimming with thousands of people
hitting the Santa Barbara Beach, but this
vear, the police have taken a new view of
nude bathing. This vear, thev're cracking
down and arresting people as fast as they
can take their clothes off! They arrested
48 people the first nice weekend on Santa
Barbara Beach, including one of the attor-
neys for the county of Los Angeles, along
with a Catholic Priest, and a couple of po-
‘liticians. This seems to be the trend all
‘along the California coast. Of course, we
don't believe that this will happen in San
Francisco, where nude swimming in wvarious
areas still takes place and probably always
will, as some of these places are considered
private beaches, like San Gregorian. San
Gregorian has been a nude beach for many,
many years, has been nationally advertised,
is very well known, and probably will operate
like this forever, since it is a private
property, and the beach is not accessible to
anybody except through the private property.
That is about the only place along the Cali-
fornia beach that we can say that this is
100% true.

Moving on across the country, Phoenix, Ar-

izona, seems to have changed very little
every year. The night spots there always
remain the same, with Diamond Lil's being
the big night spot there, with a few new
ones popping up here and there, and clos-
ing up just about as fast. Phoenix, of
course, has been a rather drab town to be
gay in, but that depends on the season.

There is always something to do, especially
along Lake Michigan and at the beaches in
the summer.

Cleveland has really come up in times,
even the old Cadillac Bar is still in ex-
istence. There are now hundreds of bars
throughout the Cleveland area, stretching
all the way from Lorain Elryia clear up
into Sandusky.

Going on down south to Miami, we found
that Miami is not the best place to be in
the summertime, it's not the best place to
be anytime! Realisticaly, Florida is a
tough place for gay people. O0f course,
this sometimes holds true for any place in
the United States, but the police harass-—
ment is more than one wishes to cope with,
in Florida. The one real big thing we can
gay about Florida, is that it has got one
beautiful publication, that of David maga-
zine. It is published on a monthly ba-
sis, and we must say that they do a great
job with the magazine; and that is one of
the few comments about Florida that is
good.

Starting with the next edition of GAYBOY,
we will start our first listing of all new
gay bars opening up throughout the United
States. This, of course, must be done with _—
the cooperation of all the readers, who must "
inform us in many cases, such as in small
areas and small towns, where they do exist.
Springfield, Illinois, is a good example,
because we know now of several gay bars there
and the last time we toured that area, there
was but one. If someone could please fill us
in on these many new spots throughout the
country, we would be more than happy to hear
from you and would appreciate it very much.

It was certainly a pleas-
ant £light. Several thousa-
nds of feet above the earth,
one wonders how such beauty
can be destroyed by man.

Upon our arrival at Lake
Front Airport in New Orleans
we were greeted by the own-
ers of several gay establis-
hments of New Orleans - The
Caverns, Pete's, and Lafitt-
e's, all three, of course ,
located on Bourbon Street-
the heart of Mardi Gras.

Arriving at Bourbon Str-
eet that afterncon,you coul-
dn't imagine that Mardi Gras
was anything else other than
a festive time of year for
gays only. We believe that
the percentage of gay people
at Mardi Gras in New Orleans
was far greater in number of
gays compared to straights.

We came across people we
met at Mardi Gras, who came
from cities where we've met
them as straight heterosexu-
al individuals.

own community, where the law.

Among the great thrills
of Mardi Gras were most of
all to me personally the pa-
rades. I suddenly found my-
self acting about eight o1
nine vears old - waddling in
mud up to my knees -fighting
for my life to gather in a
string of 4¢ beads or a Dub-
loon! Yet, this was the
most exciting and fascinat-
ing part of our entire stay.
It seemed as though the pa-
rades never ended, and the

excitement never stopped.

It was a week of testivi-
ties that went round the
clock, 24 hours a day.

The gay bars not only pa-
cked in wall-to-wall people,
but streets - every porch-
step, every inch of Bourbon
Street was filled with happy
enlightened people, many who
have mever attended a Mardi
Gras before.

The gaddest moment of my
ninteen years on this earth
came at the conclusion of
Mardi Gras davy.

It was as though someone
had taken an enormous broom
the size of a metropolitan
city and suddenly swept all
the fun and gayiety off the

We were delighted to see
before ieaving for Mardi Gr-
as that the spirit of Mardi
Gras had begun in other ci-
ties. The Hi Kamp Klub in
Houston, Texas held a Pre-
Mardi Gras Ball with all the
festive costumes, contests,
and fun that one could exp -
ect in New Orleans. We take
our hats off to the manager
of this establishment, and
we certainly hope that it
catches on across the count-
ry; as we all know it would
be a physical impossibility
to accomodate 220 million
people in New Orleans for
six days.

In these aerial views, you can no doubt
pick out ships, boats, houses; all lost
out in the middle of bayous, where pra-
ctically no one would ever attempt to
go., It's almost as though as it were
the end of the earth as wou fly over
the bayous. With a cloud cover of a-
bout 750 feet, we flew under the clouds
at an altitude of about 500 feet, in
order to get a good look at the bayous
and the swamps. Our pilot told us we
were supposed to be flying about 500
feet from the clouds, so we should have
been about 250 feet from the ground, as
we know our pilot would never break any
aviation laws. In fact, there were
times when we almost took the treetops
with us! The only frightening exper-
ience was when the plane tipped at one
time and an alligator opened his mouth!
