Pets come in all sizes and with specific demands 
and only you as the prospective owner can finally 
make the choice of what might be a good pet for you. 
We will certainly help in any way possible. Since the 
bird family offers such a great variety of size, color, 
habit, and personality, perhaps this would be a 
logical beginning. The smallest of the birds is the 
finch family and these little fellows will be our first 
subject. Finches are among the most active and 
colorful of the birds. Tiny though they are they offer 
tremendous variety in color, size, and song. Future 
articles will deal with other types of animals and 
birds with all the unique pleasures and problems 
associated with each.

Requirements for finches are small but precise. A 
good house with plenty of room for exercise, good 
water, and gravel are prime requisites. A good food is 
one that provides great variety of seed along with the 
necessary mineral and vitamin supplements. But first 
things first. 

Finches, natives of Australia, are happy little souls 
and an excellent choice. Perhaps for the beginner the 
Society or Zebra finch would be best, as they are 
quite domesticated and at home around people. 
Nothing much seems to upset the Society family once 
they settle down to serious business of home making. 
They offer great pleasure and joy to their owners. 

Purchase of a good, healthy bird is very important. 
Purchases may be made in many different situations, 
e.g., breeders, pet shops, flea markets, and 
individuals. The choice should be made carefully. 
When purchasing from breeders, look for very young 
birds or be prepared to pick up the culls. When 
purchasing from pet shops be sure to have a health 
certificate stating positive good health. Purchases 
from individuals and flea markets are, of course, at 
your own risk. Perhaps your best choice available is 
to purchase from a pet store with health certificate 
where all the necessary supplies are available. 

The house for the bird is important but need not be 
expensive. The simple things are are bars close 
enough to prevent the finch from escaping, several 
perches for good exercise, and food, water, and 
gravel. Fresh water is a vital aid for good health as is 
good feed. Feed should consist of many varieties of 
seed and vegetables to satisfy the requirements of 
your little charges. Gravel is necessary for grinding 
the feed into usable food. These things seem so 
simple until you really have the welfare of a living 
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thing in your hands; then the simple can become 
overwhelming and your need for help increases. This 
is where a good pet store becomes important. There 
should be answers and good, sound advice available 
when you need it. Two excellent books on finches are 
both by Bates and Busenbark - Finches and 
Softhilled Birds and Introduction to Finches. 

Think about starting your new life with a little 
finch or two and see how much fun can come your 
way. Next time the series will deal with the oldest and 
perhaps most popular house bird ever kept by man -
the canary. Until then have a happy day and think

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On Married Women

Married women may be the . most sexually 
frustrated in America. . 

According to the Shere Hite report published last 
year, a whole lot of U.S. married. women ~re not 
getting off sexually. Moreover, the evidence seems to 
show (as in polls reported by Playboy, Oui, and in 
Nancy Friday's Forbidden Flowers and My Secret 
Garden) that many married women fantasize about 
making love to another woman--as long as a man is 
somewhere in the background (as hus band, 
boyfri end) or even in the room . 

Even after the women's movement has been 
around for a decade, here are some U.S. women still 
feeling guilty about their interest in other women. 
The new Masters and Joh1;1son study, to be published 
this year, is expected to demonstrate, at last, that 
every body is bisexual, and that the direction of one's 
preference is more culturally induced than genetic, 
hormonal , parental, or biochemical. 

Saying "everybody is bisexual" does not mean 
everyone is acting in a bisexual manner. It infers that 
anyone, under the right circumstances , can love 
sexually someone of his / her own sex , if that person 
ca n love at all. (A lot of people can 't - a sexual 
hindrance called "dysfunction of desire.") 

A lot of Americans are celibate; a lot more rarely 
have sex;, and far too many still think sex of any kind 
is dirty. 
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One recent Barbara Walters special had singer 
Marie Osmond living up to her publicity by 
announcing that she thought premarirital 
heterosexual sex was a sin. "I don't believe God 
changes the rules , " said Marie. "If it was previously a 
sin to fornicate, why isn't it today?" 

(Marie on her wedding night to virgin husband: 
"Are we fornicating? Are you fornicating me? I want 
to be fornicated. Have we fornicated? Is that all there 
is?") 

If American women are having doubts, fears, 
reluctances, and resistances to making love with 
men, especially their husbands, they now can feel 
doubly strongly about their secret thoughts about 
other women, especially in light of the recent 
spotlight on Gay civil rights. Anita Bryant, like 
Queen Victoria of England, may not recognize that 
may not recognize that women-loving-women exist, 
but the data show increasingly significant gains in the 
number of admitted Lesbians and bisexuals. 

Throughout history, in most cultures, women's 
activities have been considered unimportant­
outside of childbearing. Therefore, women have with 
impunity in most historical periods slept with each 
other without men's approval. Only with the onset of 
anti-sexual Christianity did there come to strength 
anti-homosexual rules. These anti-Gay restrictions 
may well have been linked to Christian oppression, at 
the outset, of all its competitive religions, including 
witchcraft, cults including temple prostitutes, and 
homosexual, priapric, and fertility rites. 

Even today in many countries, women-married or 
not--can have affairs with each other as long as they 
don't venture off into a man's bed (at which time the 
husband or boyfriend is incensed at another man's 
invasion of his property). Nena, a beautiful 
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Venezuelan girl I dated for awhile before she 
returned to Caracas, said it's customary throughout 
South America for women to have female lovers 
after marriage. Often married to partners chosen by 
their fathers, Venezuelan matrons often have their 
needs for affection, love, and companionship met by 
another married woman. 

According to Nena, these women (especially 
wealthy Venezuelan matrons) have their own bars, 
where they can meet, dance, and show public 
affection without male intervention or notice. 

There are some advantage about having a married­
or previously married- woman lover. Generally, 
these women have gotten in touch with at least some 
of their feelings about sex, because it was OKed 
under the religious rite of marriage. Whether they 
liked sex or not, whether their husbands were good at 
it or not, at least they've learned to give-and-take to 
some degree about sex. (Many Lesbians are so 
involved in role-playing, guilts about Lesbian sex, 
and symbolizing their sexual feelings about other 
women's bodies that they are even more repressed 
than heterosexual U.S. women.)

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In addition, a woman who has had a child has 
probably also learned to give-and-take about 
another person's needs. Her own sense of maternal 
feeling is increased; she has learned to deal with her 
feelings of protection, caring, and sharing on an 
emotional level. In a relationship between two 
women--which has the five levels of friend, lover, 
sister, mother and child all wrapped up in a pair­
package-to have a lover already aware of these 
feelings can be very constructive. 

Interestingly, I notice a strong, marked increase in 
the number of "straight" married women who are 
learning to relate to Lesbians now out of the closet at 
work, school, in charity organizations, or in social 
activities. Not only are these married women making 
an effort to communicate to the Lesbians as friends, 
but they are also slowly but surely coming more 
aware of their own feelings about other women. 

A certain amount of male-imitative behavior can 
be found in the most aggressively curious of these 
matrons, as when I was recently trapped against the 
wood paneling in a River Oaks mansion after a 
seated dinner party by an attractive, wealthy, 
educated woman who allowed champagne to lower 
her defenses more than she'd anticipated. Hilarious 
as this seems in retrospect, in another way I 
sympathize with this woman's need for a woman-to­
woman experience; it was he Match-Salesman­
School-of Charm technique that was off putting. 

Moral: Take a married woman to lunch; they can 
make good friends , and under the right 
circumstances, terrific lovers.
