Women with no
money to hire big name lawyers are consistently
losing custody of their children, sometimes to
fathers who have physically and/or sexually abused
those children. Despite public outcry and a full
length documentary ("Women on Trial ") done by
HBO, Governor Ann Richards has failed to open
an investigation'on the questionable verdicts
handed down by these -courts. A petition is' being

issue. We need 10,000 signatures to make an
impact, but we want to get 20,000. Please go by -
the Family Law Center on San Jacinto at
Congress, sign the petition, and show your support'l
for Phrogge Simons, who holds a 24-hour vigil
outside the center.
