Romanovsky & Phillips

Romanovsky & Phillips have attracted thou-
sands of fans nalionwide with their enter-
taining and affirming performances. By singing
about their lives as gay men with unprece-
dented honesty and an outrageous sense of
humor, they have carved out a niche for
themselves in the alternative music industry,
R&P like to think of themselves as “Frofessional Homosexuals” and readily admit that
if tomorrow the world sudderiy stopped discriminating against gay and lesbian
people. they might be out of a job.

R&P launched their career at San Francisco's Valencia Rose Cale in January of
1982, performing regulary at Gay Comedy Open Mike. Withoul aspiring 10 be a
comedy team, they nevertheless developad a reputation among audiences for their
witty lyrics aboul the joys and absurdities of being gay. Critics applauded them as
well, and soon their consistently glowing reviews began to earn them offers to
perform at colleges, clubs, and gay pride events around the country,

In the fall of 1983 they embarked on their first national tour, playing in 18 cities, but
within the first week their 1958 YW bus developed engine trouble in San Diego, spun
360% in the Rocky Mountaing, and finally died in the cornfields of lowa. They quickly
realized that touring was not the glamorcus lite they had lamasized Fortunately, the
enthusiasm of their new audiences gave them the encouragemant they needed o go
on-—for a while. As the tour continued, however, they were confronted with more
showstarms and another (borrowed) VW bus which also broke down at regular
intervals: When they narrowly survived rolling over twice off an icy Maine highway,
they began to wonder if God was trying to tell them not to spread their message of
gay pride. It wasn't until they completed their journey that they realized God was
meredy trying 1o tell them to buy a new car

Since mastering the art of life on the road, they have performed in over 100 cities
in 37 states, They have also recorded three albums on their own label, Fresh Fruit
Records. Their debut album, | Thought You'd Be Taller! was released in October,
1984 and features their live “duo” sound with limited guest musicians and sparse
arrangements. The second album, Trouble in Paradise, released in the Spring of
1886, was produced by Teresa Trull With its stronger miaterial and more polished
sound, Trouble in Paradise won R&F a 1887 Cable Car Award for "Best Recording
Arliet.” They also received an additional award for "Oulstanding Cabaret Per-
farmance’. After enjoying the success of Trouble jn Paradise and | Thought You'd Be
Taller! for two years, relocating to Sante Fe, Mew Mexico, and louring to raise funds
far the Mational March on Washington for Gay and Lesbian Rights, R&P have just
released their third album, Emoticnal Rollercoaster, in June of 1988, which was
produced by Fomanovsky & Phillips with E Marcy Dicterow-Vaj and Carol Dix
Emotional Rollercoaster combines the fight harmonies and acoustic sound of theair
first album with the high' production values of their live performances and making it
their best and most exciting album o dete. Ron and Paul now divide their time
heiween Santa Fe and the San Francisco Bay area and spend five (o six months out
of each year louring

A rapidly rising star of comedy videos
and stand-up comedy club work, Sandy
Van is a brilliant comic wriler, accom-
plished actress, and veteran of Cabaret
and theatre work, She has played in over
20 clubs in and around San Francisco
and has done improvisational work with v £y
Anchovic Dacquari. Improv Alternative and Femprov. Sandy has also been involved
in several TV and Radic performances to include Evening Magazine and the Phyllis
Dilier Show. Her recent one woman show, “Dinosaurs surviving the Crunch” was a
smashing success which just added to the list of her many past achievermnenis
Sandy Van was nominated for the Cabaret Gold Award Best Female Comic and the
Cable Car Award - Crilic's Award Outstanding Comic in 1988, In 1987 she was
nominated for the San Francisco gold Award Best Female Comic and later awarded
the Cable Car Award - Critic’s Award Oulstanding Comic. Sandy is an avid supporter
of Gay and Lesbian rights and she has marched in several San Francisco Gay and
Lestian Pride Week Parades.
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The Montrose Singers

The Montrose Singers, Houstor's gay men's chorus, began in 1979, and under
Andy Mills' direction, gave many memorable performances. John-Michael Alber
assumed directorship in 1981, and brought the Singers 1o international attention in
MNew Braunfels al the Texas Sesquicentennial celebration with their premier of the
newly-discovered mid-nineteenth century German song ovcle, “Texas Fahrten”
("Travels in Texas"), by German immigrant Hermann Seele. Since 1987, under co-
directors Jeff Cothran and Beau Cain, the Singers have continued to expand their
eccieclic repertory, and are preparing an all-Broadway concert with the Lone Star
Symphanic Band for Ociober, 1989

Montrose Counfry Cloggers

The Montrose Country Cloggers were faunded in 1980 by Gilberl de la Garza, and
is the oldest extant gay clogging group in the nation. Clogging is a type of folk-
dance; the Montrose Couniry Cloggers praclice Appalachian-style clogging, both in
line-dance format and in couple routings that utilize square-dance moves and/or
mourtain figures, with special attention paid to precision. The group has had
representation at every gay rodeo, and has performed in California, Arzona,
Louisiana, Colorado, Kansas, Oklahoma, Mevada and Tewas. Directed by Rusty
Stubbs, the group offers lessons for those interested on a regular basis

Lone Star Symphonic Band

The Lona Star Symphonic Band can trace it's origing &s far back as the 1960°s when a group of
musicians, chiefly from University of Houston, University of Texas and friends. gathered annually to
play for the infamous Folly Ball Games,

This s the 10th anniversary for the Lone Star Symphonic Band, having organized in 1979 with
wiaekly rehearsals to lead Texas in the now famous March on Washington,

The band has performed virlually everywhere; in Loz Angeles al the Hollywood Bowl, in San
Francisco at the Gay Games, in Washington for the second March on Washington as well as
yearly engagemenis at the Heighis Festival and Dicken's-on-the-Strand in Galvesion,

As we face our second decade the band hopes fo continue to provide an outlat for all musicians
and setting a positive: and respected example of lesbian, gay and non-gay musicians, The band
welcomes all persons who play an instrument or would like 1o help in some other manner to join us
an Manday evenings at MCCR from 7-10 for rehearsals.

Dak Lawn Symphonic Band

So it was, when the powers thal be were arganizing the Dallas' Pride Activities in June of 1960
someone came up with the idea of a band to lead the parade. An ad was presenied fo the gay
communily calling for musicians to come together and take part in the pride fastivitizs, Some 25
persons answered thal call and marched forward

That group had so much fun together that it seemed a shame not to meet anain untit next year's
parade. They decided thal a band would be a good way 1o strengthen friendships and the
commiunity while making music. Today that group has grown, nol only in number, bul in pride,
enthusiazm and the abidity fo provide our community with noteworthy entertainment

Some of the band's past accomplishments include perdarmances at numerous alfractions in the
Daflas area along with the Hollywood Bowl, Constitution Hall in D.C. and sharing those
experiences with people from other gay bands from across the nation, The Oak Lawn Symphomc
Band has been cheered enthustastically by the crowds at parades in Dalias, Houston, Los Angeles
and led Oklahoma City's very first Gay Pride Parade in 1888, Our confinuing accomplishment s
biing able 10 perfarm far our family and friends, in and out of the Oak Lawn area of Dallas.
