n 1975 the first gay and lesbian march was held in Dallas as part of

the StoneWall remembrance. In Houston activists held a widely

attended news conference. That summer, which announced the

formation of a political coalition that has become the Gay and Lesbian

Political Caucus of Houston. In 1975 an estimated 200 people held a
march in downtown Houston to celebrate the StoneWall Riots, which was
sponsored by the fledgling Gay Activists Alliance of the University of
Houston. Singer and former beauty queen Anita Bryant, came to Houston
as a featured entertainer for the Texas Bar Association Convention.

First Houston Gay Pride Week.
The excitement of the afternoon
parade spilled over to the rally
at Spotts Park, attended by
over 5,000 people. At the end
of the Star Spangled Banner
the first spectacular $2,000 fire-
works display erupted in the
sky above the park.
