The most fascinating and in-
triguing aspect of ‘‘Gable and
Lombard"” is the background,
both artistic and historical. It's a
story whose absurdity is alleviated
only by the factuality that made it
reality. It's a love story about two
persons who “paid their dues” to
a society that no longer exists. . . .
a society outraged that a star was
“seeing” another star — who was
still married. Had Gable and
Lombard lived in the society that
created Sonny and Cher, there
would have been no story.

. nor the unique “‘feel’” of this
film.

For those of you who may have
tuned in to this century a bit late,
you should know that the film is
based on what, at the time, was a
major scandal, although perhaps
not quite as earth-shaking as this
movie pretends, but who's to
argue. Carol Lombard, the comical
1930s answer to Fanny Brice,
was lover to Clark Gable, a mar-
ried Clark Gable. This state of
affairs did not sit lightly with the
American public nurtured by the
"Wizard of 0z” and “Andy
Hardy.” Even ““Gone With the
Wind” failed to remove the

building tarnish that threatened
Gable's career. Both Gable and
Lombard risked their careers for
their love affair. And if this
sound like the sort of stuff movies
are made of, it is. And that's why
“Gable and Lombard” is now at
your local movie house.

As a "local color’” entertain-
ment piece, the film holds its own.
Admittedly, no one, at this time,
could deliver a realistic rendition
of the king of the screen. Espe-
cially James Brolin. But he had
the guts to give it a try and
manages to lose himself in the
script to the degree that deserves
applause. Jill Clayburgh fares
better as Lombard, because the
reality of the original Lombard
does not loom as heavily as
does the reality of the original
Gable. Accordingly, the scripting
for the Lombard character allows
a bit more artistic license and a
“heightening’”” that manages to
hold the whole film together, as
best it can.

Viewing the film, on its own
terms, as an entertainment proves
pleasant enough. Despite all its
gimmickery and cliche’ presen-
tation, it is fascinating to ‘‘see”
the mammoth studios in opera-
tion during a time gone by. To see
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the characters from the “Wizard |
of 0z" walking from the studio
