But
boring. There's no real dirt. Nothing
that you didn’t already know.

On the other hand, you
encounter a lot of dirt. But it wouldn't
be true. You can get stoned smoking cat
hair. Jackie O. sits on windshield wipers.
A fetus was found in the sorority

could

incinerator. That all qualifies as dirt, but
it's not true. The quest for dirt comes
up empty.

Now to the movies “W.C. Fields and
Me" and “Gable and Lombard."” Both
represent the search for true dirt. People
paying money to find out what they
were all “really like.” And it better be
good. And thus the problem.

In the ""Fields" movie, they opted to
downplay the dirt and stress the true,
which is really quite noble. Or perhaps

there really was no decent dirt on
Fields. Maybe what we all saw and loved
on the screen WAS the essence of the
man'’s individuality. Perhaps there was
nothing else to know. The movie
certainly gives that impression. Dull,
dull, dull.

| don't know why the American
public insists that there must be some
deep dark mysterious character that

| must be explored in every public

performer. You wouldn’t expect that
of an oil company president, or any
other person who displayed unusual
excellence in their given profession.
They can be dull as hell, and nobody
cares. Why can’t it be likewise for those
who excell in public performance.

If the greatness of W.C. Fields was
ONLY what we saw on the screen, then
that’s good enough. Let sleeping dogs
lie. You do not make it into a movie,
however. For then everyone feels
cheated.

The moviegoer feels that if they DID
make a film about the private life of
W.C. Fields, there must be some true
dirt worth knowing. There is only
disappointment when you leave the
theater, knowing not one bit more
about the personality and nature of the
man than you did before, especially
considering the excellent “‘exterior’
portrayal of Fields by Rod Steiger. It
was all for nothing.

Gay NewsBriefs

NATIONAL RIGHTS LEADER
TALKS TO HOUSTON GROUP

Dr. Bruce Voeller, executive
director of the National Gay Task
Force, spoke at a recent meeting
of Houston’s Gay Political Caucus
on the current efforts of the
NGTF.

The audience, assembled at
MCCR and in excess of 200
persons, listened attentively as
Voeller described the changes
that the gay movement has
experienced over the past five or
six years and how NGTF, which
was ereated about two years
ago, has worked to unify the
movement on a national level.

Voeller said that the gay
movement has gone through some
rather dramatic changes since the
late 60s and early 70s. “At that
time,” he said, “the movement
was one of confrontation and
demonstration designed to gain
national attention,

“This early period,”” he ex-
plained, ““was developed to make
the right to be heard known, and
once we got the attention of the
press and the people, we were able
to start approaching the problem
through more orthodox routes.”

The route that NGTF chose

was one of selective work on
wide-ranging national projects.

Congress was the main target of
the group, but first it had to work
on building a base of support from
other groups. NGTF began with a
letter campaign to over 1100 gay
organizations in this country,
asking for local support and
information about key people to
contact who would play a major
role in the fight.

One of the first things NGTF
did was "“to do away with the
‘sickness” label.” The American
Psychiatric Association was ap-
proached and eventually was per-
suaded to remove homosexuality
from its list of mental disturb-
ances.

“One of the side effects of this
instant cure,” Voeller explained,
“was to make gay people feel
better about themselves, especially
the younger gays who no longer
had to grow up with this label
hanging over their heads.”

At this point too, more gays
began to feel positive things about
themselves and the gay movement,
and the organization began to
move rapidly into other areas with
a broader base of support.

Another NGTF target is big
business. Presently the Task Force

IT'S NEW
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is conducting a survey of the
Fortune 500 companies in an at-
tempt to gain positive statements
from them on the hiring and
treatment of gay employees. One
hundred companies have already
been polled and while the rate of
return has not been high, there
have been some encouraging signs.

Other organizations were also
approached, including the Nation-
al Council of Churches, which last
year passed a resolution in support
of gay rights.

“By dealing with these areas
and others, NGTF accomplished
two things,”” Voeller added. "A
need was demonstrated to leg-
islators and this in turn helped
them to overcome their negative
attitudes about gay legislation.”

This was a very important step,
according to Voeller, because it
also showed public officials the
safety of voting for such laws
without having to fear losing their
offices.

(Currently, 36 cities and coun-
ties in this country have laws
protecting gays and fifteen states
have repealed their sodomy laws.)

“Something else began to hap-
pen along with all this as NGTF
started to be known,” Voeller
said. “"People from all walks of life
started to give us very helpful
information. We obtained leads
everywhere from people who
couldn’t come out themselves,
because of their positions, but
they played a very major role in

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of support.”

With the foundation laid,
NGTF then began its attack on
Congress and immediately ran into
problems in dealing with the
Senate, due basically to the size of
a Senator's electorate and the
mix of people a Senator has to
represent and draw support from.

The work in the House was a
little easier, and one year ago in
March a bill was introduced before
that body.

“We had a real problem in get-
ting coverage about this bill's in-
troduction though,” Voeller com-
mented, “but not because of any
bias on the part of the media.
On the day we held our press
conference, King Faisal was shot
in Saudi Arabia and the reporters
who had come to cover our press
conference ended up across the
hall listening to Henry Kissinger."’

Presently NGTF is continuing
its efforts in Washington and is
now trying to raise funds in order
to employ two full-time lobbyists
there,

“The initial work is done,”
Voeller remarked, ““and the foun-
dation is set, but now we need a
vehicle to tap these resources.”

Voeller closed by commenting
on the problems of dealing with
such a diversified group of people
and addressed the “infighting’’
within the gay ranks. “‘But,” he
commented, ‘“‘the diversity is
really one of our biggest assets. We
have all kinds of talents and
resources waiting to be tapped and
we can accomplish a great deal if
only we can stop forming these
circular firing squads and unite in
our common cause.”’
