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BEER DISTRIBUTORS
BEGIN GIVING TO
DALLAS AIDS GROUPS

Dallas Tavern Guild Secures
Additional $32,000 for Community
Organizations through Meetings
With Area Distributors.

DALLAS — With the ending of the boy-
cott against Miller Beer and its parent com-
pany, Philip Morris, by the gay and lesbian
community, Miller has joined other beer
distributors in the Dallas area in making
contributions to area AIDS organizations.

The Dallas Tavern Guild has played a
major role in efforts to secure funding from
the distributors, and thanks to these ef-
forts, an additional $32,000 will go to the
lesbian and gay community of Dallas this
year.

Following a series of meetings of the
three major beer distributors in Dallas—
Budweiser, Coors and Miller—and the
Tavern Guild, the following commitments
have been made.

Ben E. Keith and Budweiser Beer are
donating $10,000, to be equally divided
among the AIDS Resource Center, AIDS
Services of Dallas and AIDS Programs/Oak
Lawn Community Services.

Willow Distributors and Coors Beer are
giving $10,000 to Razzle Dazzle Dallas, Inc.
to help increase revenues brought in by
the annual fund-raising event, which will
mean increased contributions to the three
AIDS service agencies listed above.

Miller of Dallas and Miller Beer are giv-
ing $12,000 to the Food Pantry of the AIDS
Resource Center, paid in installments of
$1,500 each month from May through
December of this year.

In addition, Miller of Dallas has already
contributed $7,500 to the Food Pantry,
with $3,000 of that sum being given in 1990
during the boycott of Miller and Philip Mor-
ris products, and $4,500 given following
the end of the boycott by Dallas gay and
lesbian clubs in February of this year.

Ben E. Keith and Budweiser also con-
tributed $200 last December to the Dallas
Tavern Guild-sponsored Living Tribute in
Lee Park.

Meetings began last November, with
representatives of the AIDS Resource
Center, AIDS Services of Dallas and Oak
Lawn Community Services making pres-

entations to officials of local Budweiser
and Coors distributorships. Miller officials
were not invited to the meetings meeting
because of the boycott targeted at their
company, although once the boycott ended
they were then included in the meetings.

Tavern Guild officials explained that
they discovered during the Miller boycott
Dallas beer distributors had never been ap-
proached for large funding by any AIDS
organization, and so were not aware of the
funding needs of the AIDS community.
The Tavern Guild then decided to educate
the beer companies about the needs of the
community.

Contributions from Budweiser Beer will
be made to the three AIDS organizations
during the Maple Avenue Carnival to be
held on Sunday, June 16, on the Wave
parking lot. The Carnival, a benefit of the
Dallas Tavern Guild, is also being co-
sponsored by Budweiser Beer.

Budweiser is also co-sponsoring the
Tavern Guild's The Big Event on Septem-
ber 15. Both events benefit the Alan Ross
Texas Freedom Parade, which will be held
on Sunday, September 22, to conclude
Dallas' lesbian/gay pride events for 1991,

LAMBDA PROGRAM
OPENS AT STAFFORD
MEADOWS HOSPITAL

Program Specializes in Mental
Health and Substance Abuse
Needs of Gay/Lesbian Community.

HOUSTON — Gay and lesbian people
who are dealing with emotional problems
or substance-abuse issues now have a
new place to turn for help in the Houston
area. Stafford Meadows Hospital has an-
nounced the addition of the Lambda Pro-
gram to its roster of services.

The Lambda Program, the only one of its
kind in Texas, is one of the few specialized
treatment programs catering specifically
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to gay and lesbian adults in the country.

|t offers a completely gay supportive en-

vironment supported by gay and gay-
ositive staff.

Large numbers of gays and lesbians
have been successfully treated for their
emotional or substance abuse problems
at institutions using Lambda programs.

Sharon Stone, founder and director of
the program, and David A. Franklin, M.D.,
Medical Director, said they believed that
the Stafford Meadows center would pro-
vide a safe, nurturing atmosphere for gays
and lesbians, free from the shame-
inducing environments often found in
general medical or other psychiatric
facilities.

The Stafford Meadows Hospital is
located at 11919 West Airport Blvd. off U.S.
59 and Kirkwood in the Stafford/Sugar
Land area, and is a full-service mental
health facility providing treatment for
psychiatric or substance abuse problems.

DALLAS AGENCIES
BEGIN APPLYING FOR
RYAN WHITE GRANTS

AIDS Resource Center, Nelson-
Tebedo Seek $200,000
To Help Area PWASs.

DALLAS — AIDS funding and educa-
tion continue to be time-consuming and
controversial in the Dallas area. Recently,
numerous agencies have been busy mak-
ing applications for $1.3 million to be dis-
tributed in the Metroplex.

John Thomas, Executive Director of the
AIDS Resource Center, told Michael Mc-
Kinney of TwT NEws that local agencies
were required to file written requests for
funding and then make verbal presenta-
tions. Committees will review the requests
ondJune 12, and then send the applications
to the HIV Services Planning Council. Final

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approval will come from the Commis-
sioners Court.

The AIDS Resource Center and the
Nelson-Tebedo Clinic have applied for
$200,000 to provide food, clothing and
household goods for Dallas-area PWAs,
Thomas said. He explained that the grants
are designated for services only, and
may not be used for AIDS prevention or
education.

The HIV Emergency Relief Grant Pro-
gram is the first of four parts of the Ryan
White Comprehensive AIDS Resource
Emergency (CARE) Act of 1990. Two types
of grants are involved in Title 1. formal
grants based on incidence of AIDS cases,
and supplemental grants based on dem-
onstrated need in a given metropolitan
area.

Thomas explained that it had not been
any easier increasing AIDS education in
the school system, and a recent incident
in a Dallas suburb illustrated this. High
schools are required to provide AIDS
education, so two days prior to the end of
the school year, Shepton High School in
Plano contacted the Dallas County Health
Dept. to provide a speaker to meet the
requirement.

The speaker, Suzanne Wilson, addressed
the first group of approximately 30 stu-
dents and told them she was HIV-positive.
After finishing her talk, she was asked by
school officials to leave. Before she left,
she told the students that the school was
not giving them the AIDS education they
needed.

Some of the students decided to hold
a sit-in the following day to protest the
school's treatment of Wilson. After talks
between the AIDS Resource Center and
faculty and staff members, Wilson was
allowed to address four more classes the
following day.

HOUSTON — Three area organizations
recently benefited from the generosity of
the AIDS Foundation Houston, Inc., [AFH],
which made grants to each of the groups

to help them continue their assistance
to people with AIDS. The total amount
awarded, $11,000 represents 25% of the
net income from the AIDS Foundation
Walk '90.

The PWA Coalition received $4,800,
which will go toward rental payments on
the group's warehouse, which stores fur-
niture and appliances donated for the use
of PWAs.

Loren Allen, Vice Chair of the AFH board of trustees,
presents grant checks to Robert Miller, Treasurer of the
Montrose Counseling Center, and Karen St. Laurent of the
PWA Coalition.

Another $4,700 was awarded to the
Assistance Fund, which provides financial
support to PWAs for the payment of in-
surance premiums and various medical
services and treatments.

The final $1,500 was donated to the
Montrose Counseling Center, which pro-
vides comprehensive mental health serv-
ices for area PWAs.

“Handling Disputes in Alternative Rela-
tionships."

Participating on the panel will be District
Judge Alice Trevathan; Laura Oren, a pro-
fessor of law at the University of Houston;
Connie Moore, an attorney who has spe-
cialized in alternative relationships; John
Gill, the pastor of MCCR,; and Angela Pas-
sarati, acounselor at the Montrose Coun-
seling Center. The moderators will be Mary

| can only ask that if there is a
Crossroads '92, its coordinator will have
the good sense to leave divisive religion
out of it. Crosses belong in churches. To
a great many in our community, they
represent oppression, homophobia and
death. Crosses are an insulting symbol
which all gays and lesbians should find
abhorrent.

It is a shame that Mr. Barnich felt it
necessary to divide the community by
using those who have died of AIDS. But
what can one expect from a group of
individuals and organizations that have
never involved themselves with activism,
but instead with teas and socials? We just
hope that Mr. Barnich will now put his
crosses to good use and ram them up the
backsides of the likes of Jesse Helms.

Perhaps | can
perform a civic duty by removing any such
signs, as and when they appear, thus
assisting in maintaining our environment
and at the same time maybe saving some-
one from prosecution for flouting the law.

While | respect the right of Ms. Perez
and Mr. Sanders to their opinions, | resent
them being forced on many of us by such
devious means. | wonder whether Ms.
Perez was aware of this obscure statute at
the time of her unsuccessful bid for
election when her signs proliferated on
esplanades and curbsides.

Since my involvement with the AIDS
issue in 1982, | have known hundreds who
have since died. | know of none who did
not wish to be memorialized in some way.
In 1983 and 1984 | was personally involved
in candlelight vigils held around City Hall
reflection pool. These were extremely

meaningful to all who attended. In
memorializing someone we assuage our
grief and at the same time honor those
who have died.

Thank you for your continuing concern
for our community.

The wit of Breck Wall and his co-writer,
Suzanne Buhrer, combine for some good-
natured harassment of local celebrities.

Breck Wall and Company have been
entertaining audiences in Texas and
Nevada for 32 award-winning years. The
revue is pretty much a legend—hell, it is
alegend! | was amazed at the number of
people in the audience on preview night
who raised their hands when Breck asked
how many of them had seen a Bottoms Up
revue before. | asked table mate Marsha
Carlton how many times she had seen the
revue. “‘Let’'s see, in Dallas, at the Windmill
here in Houston, in Las Vegas, Reno,
Tahoe. Of course, that's more than once
in each location,” said Marsha. At this
point | figured | had lucked out on the
seating arrangements, since Marsha
would guide me through my first experi-
ence with the Bottoms Up cast.

The glitz and glamour of Vegas are evi-
dent in the superb dance numbers through-
out the show. Intricate routines combine
with rhinestones and flesh to transform
the Tower stage into a casino showroom.
Which number was my favorite? All of
them! The “Elastic" number is a study in
dance artistry. The performers weave in-
tricate patterns about the stage which
delight the senses. Lee Lewis, Jennifer
Burton, Brigid Little, Nicole Stuart, Ric
Heath and Jett Fast are stunning in their
execution of the choreography. The syn-
chronization of these individuals serves to
magnify their brilliance as performers.

The “Zebra' number will astound you.
The set for this piece utilizes black and
white cubes just large enough to permit
the dancers access. Black and white zebra
print costumes add to the fluidity of the
dancers' movements as they maneuver
through the maze of cubes.

Houston artist Howie Keck stopped by
earlier in the week and Breck Wall talked
him into sketching out a spider web cut-
out pattern that the show's costumer
could use for the bodysuits the dancers

would be wearing for the “Web"' number.
In Nevada, the dancers perform this num-
ber “‘nearly nude,” which of course would
never happen in Texas. The law might pro-
hibit our seeing something we should have
the right to close our eyes to, but thanks
to Howie, the illusion remains. “The Web"
leaves little to the imagination and lots for
the desire. The only bad thing about the
Bottoms Up dancers is that they leave you
hungry for more of their talent.
